In this speech [ will attempt to lay out an estimate of the macro regional political situation.
A brief discussion of the method that will be followed, is in order. Consequently, I will focus
in this speech on describing, then analyzing, general regional political trends, based on mac
events taking place. Analysts would be remiss if their rendition of events is confined to
descriptions without considering the consequences of those events on the populations they
directly or indirectly affect. Finally, it is essential to locate the region in the global context
in which it actually resides.

The above leads us to introduce the current international situation replete, as it is, with
competition, rivalry and animosity among multiple international state actors. Global politics
is in a state of flux, as it appears to be transforming from a unipolar to a multipolar
international system. The myriad flashpoints, wars, conflicts, and crises of all sorts are
readily apparent around the globe. The United States (US), the most powerful global
political, economic and military state actor, seems to have its clutches on global affairs, given
its 700 or more military bases and installations across the globe and its huge economic and
financial power.

However, recent events, especially since the onset of COVID-19, indicate a slippage in the
influence (not power) of the US in the global political economic arena. In this speech I will
argue that US power (soft, military, political, economic, and financial) has relatively
declined. Realizing its predicament, the US, has been hard at work to prevent further sliding
in its dominant global position and, consequently, retain its global dominance.

[t is in this context that recent developments in West Asia and North Africa have emerged
over the past 20 years. Those regions are extremely critical for rivalry and animosity among
the US, the Russian Federation, and China as well as for regional states such as Iran, Turkey,
the settler-colonial Zionist entity in occupied Palestine, Saudi Arabia, Syria, and Iraq, among
others. Some examples to demonstrate the thrust of the regional argument and its integral
connections with the global situation extant will be the Palestinian struggle for liberation,
US-Iranian relations since the 2015 nuclear deal, Turkey’s regional role since the Russian
direct military operations in Syria of September 30, 2015, Zionist regional machinations,
and the US-Saudi war on Yemen since March 2015.

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Uprisings, struggles for liberation, US-led invasions, US-engineered wars to topple regimes
and disintegrate sovereign states, US sanctions on states, organizations, and individuals, all
make West Asia and North Africa esential theaters of war for the US, given their proximity
to the Russian Federation and China, which has borders with Afghanistan.

US bases and installations in West Asia are proof that the US would not easily withdraw
from the region and forsake the Zionist entity in occupied Palestine, its main tool in keeping
the Arab world divided. A critical US strategic goal is to prevent the Southern and Eastern
Mediterranean states to turn towards the Russian Federation and China.

While it appears that the Biden administration is working for regional peace, the fact of the
matter is that its goal is global domination. Given the economic, military, and political power
of its international and regional rivals and enemies, it would be difficult for the US to achieve
its goal of global domination. The war danger, therefore, haunts not only those regions, but
also the world.

RACE and IMPERIAL ANXIETY; RE-CONCEPTUALIZING AMERICA’S WAR on
IRAQ

Yousef K. BAKER*

The war on Iraq as part of the greater “war on terror” is a key period shaping the 21st
century American state as it struggled with a political crisis of legitimacy and an economic
crisis of overaccumulation. This paper argues that the 2003 war was not about Iraq but
rather about American anxieties. In the post-Cold War era, the U.S. does not face any serious
threats, but its politics are built on the specter of imminent existential threats. The specter
functions to give cover for a neoliberal state that has backed away from social welfare as it
ramps up its Social control capabilities. I examine the policies of the occupation as well as
how American policy makers and soldiers talked about the war to describe how racialized
militarization as an economic circuit, political project, and a social affect is a central place
around which the neoliberal state is organized. The paper shows how the war on Iraq
maintained and furthered already existing processes of racialization in Iraq and the United
States. To trace this argument the paper focuses on three issues and examines their
importance in both the US and Iraq: 1) the role of neoconservative ideas emerging out of
racial resentment; 2) neoliberal Social experimentation and the pathologization of
underdevelopment; and 3) the ratcheting up of regimes of surveillance and policing. The
paper concludes by arguing that this is evidence of American foreign policy stemming from
the contradictions, crises, and anxieties of American power as opposed to the perceived
problems of the targets of those policies.

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SOCIO-POLITICAL CHANGES in the MIDDLE EAST and THEIR IMPACT on the
IRAQI RESISTANCE LITERATURE

In the 1970s, Foucault recognized that “resistance [like power] is multiple and can be
integrated in global strategies” (Foucault and Colin, 1980, p. 142). Resisting colonialism,
imperialism, and oppression in the Middle East is not limited to armed forces, it rather
appears in cultural productions and practices. Politics and economics are the main factors
in mobilizing social and cultural changes. The change in social and political status persists
and never stops, especially with current globalization. Iraq has an impressive history of
resistance through literature. On a state level, Iraqi political resistance to neo-colonialism
began with the Iraqi nationalistleader Abdul Karim Qasim (1914-1963). The representation
of the current socio-political changes in literature constitutes a counter discourse that
enhances grassroots movements in Iraq and the Arab homeland.

This paper addresses the centrality of socio-political issues in Middle Eastern literature. The
paper also discusses Iraqi intellectual grammar of reestablishing a national culture. Taking
into consideration that the Iraqi landscape is changing drastically as a reaction to global as
well as regional events, I will focus on the concept of nationhood in recent Iraqi literature. |
demonstrate that amidst the political and economic crisis, literature as cultural production
seeks to mobilize the masses towards rebuilding a stronger nation. Iraqi writers, while
depicting social challenges, they point out a light at the end of the tunnel. However, the
overall tone of literary productions whether spoken words, orature or written works is
realist.

As a critical framework to this paper, I take into consideration postcolonial theories. I draw
upon Edward Said’s theory about the role of the intellectual and his theory of contrapuntal
literature. Said argues that “one task of the intellectual is the effort to breakdown the
stereotypes and reductive categories that are so limiting to human thought and
communication” Hence, literature composed by the oppressed that honors their cultural
heritage promotes authentic voices, defies western discourse, and builds culture that
otherwise would be viewed through the problematic lens of the “exotic” other. Therefore,
intellectuals and scholars, who represent their cultural heritage, are essential to represent
socio-political causes.

According to Edward Said’s contrapuntal reading is that while the west has accumulated a
whole system of knowledge about the Orient, the cultural practices of the west go the same

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way as the colonial power to enhance and facilitate building empires. In other words, this
paper offers an antithetical reading of narratives that juxtaposes the building of empires
and the colonized people’s cultural heritage. Said states: “We must be able to think through
and interpret together experiences that are discrepant, each with its particular agenda and
pace of development, its own formations” (Said 1993, p.36).

As for the role of the intellectual, Said argues that “one task of the intellectual is the effort to
breakdown the stereotypes and reductive categories that are so limiting to human thought
and communication” (Said, 1994, p. xi). Iraqi intellectuals produce literature that addresses
the ideals and thoughts of the masses. The Iraqi intelligentsia represent nonviolent
resistance to globalization and hegemonization.

[ argue that current Iraqi literary production defies western imperial and hegemonic power
by re-presenting struggles aiming towards complete liberation by bringing forth cultural
histories and colonially suppressed traditions to assert an Iraqi national identity. I
demonstrate that cultural production of a community or members of a nation is
fundamental in constructing a national identity against imperial forces. That cultural
production becomes even more popularized in the age of the internet. Drawing upon local
or native culture can be a decisive method of self-identification and cultural awareness in
the process of sovereignty. Iraqi Culture, as depicted in Selim Matar’s writings, frequently
combat two forces: the internalized subjugation of the self and the subjection and
objectification of western imperialism. I argue that writers preserved and validated their
national identity by advocating their narratives as a way of resistance. To this end, [ will
focus on how Matar draws upon everyday experience and depicts it aesthetically and
eloquently in his narrative to resist western strategies of assimilation. This paper brings
Iraqi literature into the ongoing discussion of the literary tradition of resistance to
demonstrate the similarities between the contemporary experience of Iraqis and other
peoples who have fallen prey to western imperialism.

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RUSSIAN VIEW on TURKEY’S INVOLVEMENT in the SYRIAN CONFLICT

The paper deals with the analysis of Russian perception on Turkey's involvement in the
Syrian conflict. The author based on content-analysis of publications in Russian scientific
journals identifies main thematic blocks of that perception, such as historical background
of Syrian-Turkish relations, the ‘Kurdish factor’ of Turkish politics, Russian-Turkish and US-
Turkish relations in the framework of the conflict.

The first block describes the key aspects in the history of Syrian-Turkish relations. The
Russian scholars pay special attention to the problematic relations between Turkey and
Syria after the collapse of the Ottoman Empire and highlight territorial and humanitarian
issues among them; such as the access and usage of the largest rivers in the valley of the
ancient Mesopotamia. They also focus on the Turkish foreign policy in the Middle Eastern
region in the second half of the twentieth century.

The second block in the Russian scholarship concerns the ‘Kurdish factor’ of Turkey's
participation in the Syrian conflict. It contains discussion on relations between Turkey and
Turkish Kurds and between Turkey, Syria and Syrian Kurds. In the articles of Russian
scholars, the Turkish policy towards the Syrian Kurds is divided into several stages. The first
stage covers the first years of the conflict when Turkey tried to overthrow Assad’s regime
through the support of the Syrian opposition. The second stage was connected with
countering the growing threat from terrorist groups, as well as strengthening the Kurdish
north of Syria.

The third block contains Russian authors’ interpretation of the nature of Russian-Turkish
relations in the context of the Syrian crisis. The authors reveal the key interests of both sides
in the region, their resources and policy. Some authors have made an attempt to provide a
periodization of the Russian-Turkish relations and divided them into two stages: the
process of rapid deterioration connected with the incident with the Russian aircraft, and the
subsequent normalization with cooperation.

The last block in the scholarship is presented by the analysis of the nature of US-Turkish
relations and cooperation in the context of the Syrian crisis. Many Russian scholars agree
that the most problematic period of these relations was 2013-2014. Some of them point to
the unpopularity among American politicians the Turkish initiative to create a special ‘safe
zone’ in northern Syria. They also emphasized the negative influence of leaks to the press of
facts of direct military support of the Syrian opposition from Washington and Ankara.

The SYRIAN REFUGEE CRISIS: ADVERSE CHILDHOOD EXPERIENCES and
EDUCATION of REFUGEE CHILDREN

William MOSIER"

Large numbers of refugee and immigrant children are experiencing serious problems with
education, mental health issues, poverty, and difficulty with assimilation into the host
society. The well-being of refugee children is especially important because they are the
fastest-growing segment of the Turkish population. Among children younger than nine,
those with immigrant parents have accounted for virtually all the net growth since 2010.
Their refugee status thwarts efforts for full integration into Turkish society. Education is
critical during the formative years. Having the legal status of refugee is not enough to
guarantee access to all social programs. This is often because parents lack information about
benefits available, as well as the understanding of how to navigate complex bureaucracies.
Overall, strong family ties and parental attachment and support are important resources for
refugee and immigrant young children. Providing the security and assistance needed to
meet the challenges of schooling is particularly difficult if a young child has experienced
adverse childhood experiences (ACEs) such as war and displacement. The services available
in refugee camps are limited. On most social indicators, young children with refugee parents
fare worse than their native-born counterparts in terms of educational opportunities. For
example, compared with the average Turkish child refugee children are more likely to live
in poverty, forgo needed medical care, drop out of school, and have trouble integrating into
society.

Children raised in homes where the country language is not spoken lag-behind native youth
in reading and math achievement, especially if their parents have little education. Failure to
master the language of the host nation in the early grades undermines scholastic
achievement, educational attainment, and, ultimately, economic mobility. Controversy
about the most effective way to teach young children whose first language is other than the
official language of the host nation is anything but academic. Ideological and political
debates about preserving home languages notwithstanding, both contemporary and
historical records show that regardless of whether immigrant and refugee children are
instructed in the host country language and their home language, the home language is
typically completely lost by the third generation. Research indicates that the pedagogical
strategy used for teaching refugee children is less consequential than the quality of
instruction.

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Evidence is incontrovertible that children who begin kindergarten with limited proficiency
in the host country language fall behind native speakers in both reading and math
proficiency. Moreover, early achievement gaps widen through primary school and carry
over into middle school and high school. Mastery of the host country language is the single
most important prerequisite for academic success and socioeconomic assimilation of
refugee children into a host society. The literature indicates that the reading skills of
language-minority kindergarten students who are proficient in the host country language
are comparable to those of native speakers and that the two groups make comparable gains
in skills as they move through school. Immigrant & refugee students who begin
kindergarten with limited oral English proficiency fall behind native speakers in their
reading ability, resulting in a substantial achievement gap by fifth grade. This achievement
gap tends to widen as the child moves toward adulthood.

Affordability, availability, and access to education is a common barrier for many refugee and
immigrant families. Publicly subsidized programs can provide support and should be
structured for refugee and immigrant families to minimize obstacles such as a language
barrier and misperceptions about the importance of early education. The quality of
individual interactions between a child and the adult who is facilitating the learning process
is what matters most for promoting academic achievement. Because of the high numbers of
young children who are not fluent in the host country language, extensive professional
development of the adults serving as teachers must be initiated.

Mental health status is a vital aspect of human capital. Poor childhood mental health
contributes to lower socioeconomic status in adulthood. This is because, in part, workers
with mental health complications are less productive, more costly for employers, and earn
less over their lifetime. This can be particularly pernicious for low-income refugee
populations, with young children who have experienced early childhood adverse
experiences (ACEs) that lead to toxic stress.

A child who has experienced toxic stress is less available for academic learning due to the
emotional baggage that they are carrying from being exposed to traumatic circumstances.
For the children of refugees, poverty, the stresses of migration, and the challenges of
acculturation can substantially increase their risk for developing mental health issues that
negatively impact learning. Access to mental health services substantially increases the
emotional health status of refugee children. By promoting the education and emotional
well-being of refugee young children, health professionals and policy makers can ultimately
improve the long-term economic prospects of the next generation.

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SPATIAL PROFANATION of LEBANESE SECTARIANISM: AL-NUR SQUARE and
the 17 OCTOBER 2019 PROTESTS

This paper is based on my recent article with the Journal for Cultural Research, entitled
‘Spatial profanation of Lebanese Sectarianism: Al-Nir Square and the 17 October 2019
Protests’. It deals with the ongoing 17 October 2019 Lebanese protests that mark a critical
moment that historicizes the struggle of a people, from different sectarian and religious
backgrounds, against political corruption. The paper’s particular interest is in the sectarian
spatial aspects of this struggle within Northern Lebanon.

Sectarianism has historically had and continues to have a significant role in the Lebanese
national consciousness ever since its independence from French colonization in 1943. The
Lebanese form of sectarianism takes a unique spatial aspect that is defined by geographic
markers of territory for each sect, evident in the use of posters for leaders or flags of each
sect. Al-Nur Square in Tripoli, northern Lebanon, is one unique spatial marker in that
respect. Tripoli, a conservative Sunni-majority city in Northern Lebanon, has caught the
attention of researchers as its protests took the form of a ‘rave party’ held in its main public
square, known as al-Nur Square. Marked by the ‘Allah’ icon in its center, the square marks
Tripoli’s Muslim Sunni identity.

Adopting the lens of Agamben’s Profanations, this article re-reads the Tripolitan protests to
highlight the dynamics within the al-Nur Square protests that seemed to redefine space,
thus, conflating the religious and the political. The article specifically argues that the
protestors reconfigure the space around the square in an attempt at profaning the sectarian
apparatus that takes the ‘Allah’ icon as its centre. Instead of taking the icon as the center for
action, the weight of the protests shifted to the al-Ghandur building, an abandoned building
that overlooks the square and that reflects Tripoli’s economic marginalization. The rave
party was coordinated by a temporary platform that was set on the building, and it was
characterized by the participation of Lebanese from different sectarian identification who
shared the Tripolitans in their protests.

Despite these protestors’ spatial attempt at profanation, they seemed to have preserved the
religious intact, thus giving credibility to their de-sectarianising act. The abandoned
building was decorated with a Quraanic verse, along with the Lebanese flag. In that sense,
the protests rendered the religious a site for profaning the ‘sacred’ use of the religious in
which sectarianism has historically invested and continues to invest. While preserving its
religious identifiers, it welcomed protestors from all Lebanese cities who shared in this

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‘rave party’ and in their common chant of ‘All means All’ to ask for the resignation of the
politicians running the government. Besides the party, the square became a site for
rendering services, such as cooking, schooling and healing, for all the protestors. These
services that have historically been offered by sectarian institutions became freely available
to all the protestors through tents that were constructed within the square.

The importance of this analytical and cultural reading of the protest lies in its shedding light
on the spatial dynamics inherent in any Lebanese attempt at reform, including the 17
October 2019 protests. These protests become historical records that trace the protestors’
continuous negotiation of the religious and the political that embeds the attempt at de-
sectarianisation within every demand they have for political reform.

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SHIA CRESCENT in LEBANON: FLUCTUATING RELATIONS BETWEEN IRAN and
HEZBOLLAH

Shia community had long been underrepresented, poor and politically marginalized in the
early history of Lebanon (Shanahan 2005). More importantly, as Hazran states, the greatest
portion of Shia population lived in the south and they witnessed direct effects of Israeli
retaliatory operations, conflicts between Palestinians and Israel, and the Israeli invasion
(Hazran 2009, 2). Historically, Shia community had been subject to the control of few feudal
families, or Zuama whose primary interest was preserving their political and economic
power independent from the well-being of Shia masses (Shanahan 2005; Hazran 2009).
Unlike other sectarian communities in Lebanon, the privileges and the political leadership
of Shia Zuama were firstly pushed aside by the clergy, namely Musa Sadr as the founder of
Amal (Shanahan 2005; Naor 2014). In this political environment, Hezbollah was founded in
the early 1980s as a resistance movement against Israel by those who were not satisfied
with the Amal (Harik 2004; Alagha 2006; Shaery-Eisenlohr 2008; El Husseini 2010). Since
its establishment, Hezbollah waged a struggle against both Shia Zuama and Amal for the
leadership of its community (Azani 2009).

Historically, Hezbollah fulfilled three important roles in order to establish and maintain its
leadership within Shia community with a strong armed and financial power, which was not
created overnight. The first one is its resistance discourse against Israeli invasion (Aspen
Institute, 2008, 17). The second one is its ability to be representative of the Lebanese Shia
masses, who have been traditionally underprivileged community in Lebanon (Malik 2000,
17-18; Aspen Institute 2008, 17; Addis and Blanchard 2011, 8-9). Other than being their
voice, Hezbollah has also provided social services through its wide network of institutions,
which granted Shia loyalty and trust extensively in Hezbollah (US Department of State
Cables Beirut 421 2006; Malaspina 2008). In addition to its role, another advantage that
Hezbollah has is the financial and military support from Iran (Ehteshami and Hinnebusch
1997; Shanahan 2005; Azani 2009), which is the main research interest of this study. It is
strongly believed that the Iranian support, among others, allowed the organization to
transform once a weak and underprivileged sectarian community within the Arab world as
a “sect-in-itself” to a “sect-for-itself” (Weiss 2010, 13:187) in order to search for a greater
political influence both for itself and Iran not only in Lebanon but also in its near
neighborhood in a less than half-century.
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In this respect, this study analyzes the nature and the extent of Iranian-Hezbollah alliance
as a part of [ranian foreign policy to create an area of influence in its neighborhood. Contrary
to the popular discourse of Hezbollah, recent developments in the Middle East, especially
the civil wars in Syria and Yemen, demonstrated once again clearly how Hezbollah perceives
the regional developments from the perspective of Shia Crescent. Although it is argued that
religious doctrines provide a set of main understandings as well as some rituals and beliefs
for individuals, what is referred by ‘religion’ or ‘sect’ are not merely about beliefs, rituals,
theological principles or salvation. Rather, it is an evolving social phenomenon, which
continuously constructs unlimited set of collective identities and defines boundaries of
communities and turns out to be a very powerful means for alliance buildings or sources of
tensions between different actors at all levels. Therefore, both states and sectarian groups
have a tradition of developing strong relations with co-sectarian actors based on identity as
exemplified in the case of historic relations between Iran and Hezbollah. However, it is also
important to note that this alliance, or proxy-agent relation, cannot be assumed as one-sided
relation. In time, Hezbollah can be able to lead the regional balance of power in order to
increase its leverage to assure a considerable power in its relation with Iran.

A study on the experience of Iranian-Hezbollah alliance might be a timely effort to analyze
and understand sectarian nature of trans-regional alliances in order to have further insight
about how the politics in the North Africa and the Middle East is evolving as the latest round
of violence and the popular uprisings in the Arab world has intensified the rise of
sectarianism and caused one of the deepest humanitarian crises all around the region. As a
qualitative work, this study draws its sources from both primary and secondary sources.

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CRITICAL ANALYSIS of RELIGION 1n POLITICS: A CASE STUDY of
BANGLADESHI POLITICS

Bangladesh is becoming an, economically socially and technologically, world model. Over
population, poverty, political instability, corruption was the lacking behind the slowness of
the economic growth. Religious presence in the politics of the Indian subcontinent is a
common phenomenon. Here, religion is used to achieving the state's power starting from
the British period because people are deeply attached with religion. Political parties
consciously considered religion for getting people's mandate and rising support in the
elections.

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EFFECT of CLIMATE CHANGE on the SOCIAL and ECONOMIC SITUATION in the
AFRICAN REGION: The CASE of TUNISIA

Introduction

Climate change represents one of the most serious and far-reaching challenges facing
humankind in the twenty-first Century. The international consensus of scientific opinion,
led by the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC, 2007), is agreed that global
temperature is increasing and that the main cause is the accumulation of carbon dioxide
and other greenhouse gases in the atmosphere as a result of human activities (Sttot et al,,
2000). Scientific opinion is also agreed that the threat posed will become more severe over
coming decades (Mann et al., 1998). The cost of failing to mobilise in the face of this threat
is likely to be extremely high. The economic costs alone will be very large (Sala et al., 2000):
as extreme weather events such as droughts and floods become more destructive and
frequent; communities, cities, and island nations are damaged or inundated as sea level
rises; and agricultural output is disrupted (Huntingford et et al., 2005). The social and
human costs are likely to be even greater (Carraro 2002; Kaul et al., 2003), encompassing
mass loss of life, the spread or exacerbation of diseases, dislocation of populations,
geopolitical instability, and a pronounced decrease in the quality of life (USNRC. 2002).
Impacts on ecosystems and biodiversity are also likely to be devastating (Cox et al., 1998).

What about Climate Change in Tunisia?

With opening on the Mediterranean Sea on the North and East, and a long coastline of 1300
km, Tunisia undoubtedly benefits from important economic and ecological assets. It shall
be noted that the key position of Tunisia between the tempered regions of the Northern
Hemisphere and the inter-tropical regions grant its climate a special variability. Such a
characteristic makes Tunisia a country particularly vulnerable to Climate Change (Vicente-
Serrano, 2006). According to the simulations made by climate specialists on the basis of the
[PCC (2007) scenarios, it is foreseeable that at the 2100 horizon, a potential increase of the
temperature from 1.3 to 2.5 °C, and an elevation of the sea levels from 38 cm to 55 cm will
occur. Transposed on an equal scale to the Mediterranean scale, these same assumptions of
climate warming and sea level elevations could deeply affect the natural and fitted systems.

In addition, faced with the threats caused by the accelerated sea level rise (ASLR), Tunisia
is at risk to be more exposed and thus more vulnerable. In fact, the ASLR can have important
harmful consequences on various economic sectors related to the sea or the coast line, as
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well as on the physical and biological coastal environment and on human settlements.
Dasgupta et al. (2007) finds that Tunisia is among the top 10 impacted countries in terms of
population affected and GDP loses. The finding, which were presented in a report published
in February 2007 (GTZ (2007), illustrate the dramatic effects of climate change in Tunisia.
However, they also show that the impacts for the different regions were widely:

1. Increase in annual average temperature by 1.1°C by 2030. The south of the country will
be affected to a far greater extent than the north (1.6°C and 0.9 respectively).

2. The number and intensity of droughts will increase.

3. A 28% decline in Tunisia’s water resources by 2030. The loss of groundwater reserves in
particular will become a problem.

4.20% loss in arable cropland by 2030.
5.50% loss of non-irrigated forested areas in southern Tunisia.
6. Drastically increased risk of forest fires.

7. Substantial increase in the vulnerability of ecosystems. Many of Tunisia‘s ecosystems are
not managed sustainable and therefore have little resilience and are extremely vulnerable.
For example, a drought which lasted from 1999 to 2001 caused substantial losses in the
agricultural sector, with macroeconomic development falling to the lowest level in the last
20 years in 2002.

8. Many regions would run a major risk of being submerged and eroded.

The main risks are erosion, increased salinity and submersion; the whole Tunisian coast is
exposed to these risks. The rocky coast and cliffs are the least vulnerable (Dasgupta et al.,
2007). Changes will be noticed in the productivity of fisheries and fishing areas, with an
increase in exotic species in sea catch and an increase in the productivity of the lagoon areas
and sebkhas.

The most exposed sites: The Bizerta lagoon, Garaet Ichkeul, the Ghar el Melh lagoon, the
Kalaat el Andalous sebkhas, the wetlands and lagoons in the Gulf of Gabés, the archipelagos
and islands of Kuriat, Kneiss, Kerkennah and Jerba and all the sandy beach.

This situation clearly demonstrates the major potential impact of climate change in a
country such as Tunisia. Far-reaching consequences are anticipated, especially in relation
to Tunisia’s water supply and therefore also its agricultural sector. The expected sea level
rise will put not only agriculture but also tourism - a major economic sector in Tunisia - at
risk. The tourism sector is highly sensitive to climate, since climate is the principal driver of
global seasonality in tourism demand (Becken and Hay, 2007). Approximately 10% of global
GDP is spent on recreation and tourism, constituting a major source of income and foreign
currency in many developing countries (Berrittella et al., 2006). In Tunisia, around 80% of
the tourism infrastructure is located directly along the coast. In fact, seaside tourism seems
likely to suffer damage from most of the effects of climate change, notably beach erosion,
higher sea levels, greater damage from sea surges and storms, and reduced water supply.
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These situations will concern several regions and a diminution of demand from the leisure
traveller may be seen (WTO, 2003)

Whatever the environmental outcome, tourism cannot be seen in isolation. Major changes
in the pattern of demand will lead to wider impacts on many areas of economic and social
policy - such as, for example, in employment and labour demand and in regional policy
issues such as housing, transport and social infrastructure. Knock-on effects could influence
other sectors, such as agriculture supplying tourism demand, handicraft industries, local
small business networks and so on. In order to mitigate the impacts of global warming in
Tunisia, the adaptation strategy provides for the following measures:

1. Appointment of an interministerial National Climate Council to improve the coordination
of measures for adaptation to climate change.

2. Promotion of interdisciplinary climate research and development of appropriate training
programmes.

3. Broader-based collection of climate and water resource data to improve the quality of
forecasting.

4. Better enforcement of existing water and agricultural ordinances.

5. Introduction of insurance services for climate-related damage in agriculture, with a
particular focus in small farmers.

6. Assistance with a restructuring of farms that are affected by climate change.

7. Development of a climate label for agricultural products which are particularly resilient
to the impacts of climate change.

Conclusion

The vast majority of international scientists and peer-reviewed reports affirm that climate
change is a serious and growing threat, leaving no country, however wealthy, immune from
the extreme weather events and rising sea levels that scientists predict will occur, unless
action is taken. The African countries face numerous environmental challenges and have to
reconcile many conflicting priorities, from promoting economic diversification, ensuring
water supply and food security, and furthering environmental protection and conservation
to adapting to the impacts of global warming. Future climate change may substantially
widen income gaps between rich and poor countries, with many poor countries driven
toward greater poverty, other things equal. The focus is centred largely upon enhancing the
capacity of developing countries and the poorest to adapt to the impacts of climate change.
As a result, interventions to facilitate adaptation need to identify and address key barriers
to ensure that societies are resilient in the face of a changing climate and foster successful
adaptation. The development of clean, climate-friendly energy technologies will provide
new business opportunities and new avenues of prosperity for both developed and
developing countries alike.

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A REFLECTION on the MARITIME DELIMITATION ISSUES in the LEVANT: The
CASE of PALESTINE, LEBANON and SYRIA and ISRAEL

Since 1948, the year of the ethnic cleansing of Palestine to create a settler-colonial state,
Israel, the region has not only been marked by the Arab-Israeli conflict, but also by perpetual
instability and insecurity where we can witness the convergence of great powers. Both
Lebanon and Syria have been affected by the occupation of their territories by Israel. The
Lebanese Chabaa farms and the seven villages, and the Syrian Golan Heights flouting the UN
resolution on the matter (R497). As for the rest of historic Palestine, Gaza and the West Bank
have been occupied since 1967.

The discovery of oil and gas deposits in the oriental basin of the Mediterranean at the end
of the 20th century, which could equal that of the North Sea, created more potential for
conflict. The assertion of national interests has increasingly included efforts to control and
exploit the resources of their maritime spaces.

Obviously, any country has the full right to exploit its natural resources, if and only if, they
are under its sovereignty. However, this requires a climate of stability, security and, above
all, a precise maritime delimitation between opposing or adjacent states. Something that
shines by its absence in this part of the Levant. There is a complete absence of a delimitation
agreement, if we exclude the disputed agreement by Lebanon between Cyprus and Israel
concerning the exclusive economic zone. We have Syria which has no agreement with the
three neighbouring states, namely Turkey, Cyprus and Lebanon. Lebanon has no final
agreement with the state Cyprus, despite a preliminary agreement in 2007. Insofar as Israel
is concerned, it was barely able to enter into indirect negotiations with Lebanon, which
ended nowhere. Finally, there is besieged Gaza, whose coast is 42 km long, its negotiation
with Egypt until now is limited to the manifestation of goodwill of the latter.

As aresult, we are faced with unilateral delimitation declarations on both sides or bilaterally
without involving a third state. Yet the race to exploit or even export gas is becoming frantic
and any dispute between neighbours may postpone unsurprisingly any activity related to.

Despite the fact of the presence of 15 States that had neither signed nor ratified the the
United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS), which has entered enforce
since October 16th 1994, and others 14 who has only signed it, when it comes to
delimitating the maritime boundaries or national maritime spaces, the forementioned
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convention is nowadays established as a customary Law. Having said that, each coastal State
ought to undertake rigorously theirs rules.

The discussion in this paper will be based on the UNCLOS. By specifying the rights granted
to coastal States in particular, with regard to the exploitation of natural resources. The
paper will present all the main factors having bearing on maritime delimitation. Finally, it
would be useful to address the maritime geographical positions of the states concerned, as
well as their national laws in the matter.

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The ROLE of MILITARY in the STATE BUILDING PROCESS: A COMPARATIVE
ANALYSIS of the POST-ARAB UPRISINGS PERIOD in TUNISIA and LIBYA

The unexpected events in Tunisia and Libya, broadly grouped under the term Arab uprising,
have led to significant changes, redrawing the state-building process in the Post-Arab
Uprisings Period.

Despite the number of similarities between Tunisia and Libya, their transition path was
significantly different. This evidence was clarifying through the different outcomes and
trajectories that have discerned the Tunisian and Libyan uprising.

When identifying the main factors that have driven the Tunisian model to success, the role
of military forces was prominent. The armed forces disobeyed Zine al Abidine Ben Ali's
order and preferred not to engage in a confrontation with demonstrators, and this was an
essential factor to the peaceful transfer of power. Conversely, the Libyan military had
effectively broken up when confronted with the popular uprising. This can be explained as
a result of a combination of a very low level of institutionalization and a high degree of
fragmentation of the armed forces, which had negatively impacted the state-building
process.

Wherever there was a unified institution of the army, commanders refused to use violence
against protestors and allowed unrestricted overthrow of regimes, as the case in Tunisia. In
contrast, the lack of cohesive armed forces and the high level of patrimonialism and
politicization of the security apparatus have yielded massacres against the demonstrators,
in Libya.

The aim of this study is to highlight the role of the armed forces in maintaining the
democratic transition process, as they play a critical role in the consolidation of a state. It
illustrates how the military institution's role can contribute to the success or failure of the
state-building process.

The research methodology is a comparative case study approach, and two countries of
Tunisia, Libya are examined. Notably, the comparative approach can help us understand
why the outcomes of the Arab Uprising were different, focusing on the military's role as it
was a critical factor in determining the transition phase.

The armed forces played an essential role in the Tunisian uprising and put significant
pressure on Zinedine El Abidine to resign, and their reaction to the pro-reform movement
can be explained by the unique nature of civil-military relations in Tunisia.
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Conversely, in Libya, the army was not an integrated institution. However, rather than
military groups and militias, their only objective is supporting the Gaddafi system and his
family, and probably if the NATO did not intervene, the conflict would have remained open
to the unknown, and the losses would have been more violent and bloody on both sides.

The military and security institutions in Tunisia were working with all their strength and
capabilities to impose order. The army also played a significant role in the revolution's
success by supporting and protecting civilian lives and public property.

On the contrary, the army in Libya did not play any role in maintaining public order and
security, because throughout his regime, Gaddafi had always planned to weaken the
position of the military institution by creating a dual military regime; apart from the regular
army, which was primarily responsible for defending the country against external threats.
Libya had also a slew of security agencies whose primary mission was to protect the Qaddafi
regime and its ideology.

The armed forces played an essential role in the Tunisian uprising and put significant
pressure on Zinedine El Abidine to resign, and their reaction to the pro-reform movement
can be explained by the unique nature of civil-military relations in Tunisia.

Regardless of its small size, the Tunisian army played a positive role in the transitional
phase, as it did not seize power but instead tried to respond to change. So it was the
protector of democratic transition, in contrast to the Libyan army, whose role was absent
and its forces vanished in front of the regime's militias.

Despite the professionalism of the Tunisian army, it was handicapped to address many
challenges posed by the post-uprising period, including regional challenges and new
asymmetric threats. However, the most significant challenge to the Libyan army is to build
an apolitical army that does not interfere with politics, in addition to uniting all militias
under a single national military.

Corona virus has changed human life in various dimensions. The corona virus has
permeated all aspects of human life and has caused a variety of governance and lifestyle
changes, both at the government’s level and at the civil society level. These changes have
completely transforming the context, direction and structure of political movements.
Various political movements, including Islamic movements in different parts of the Middle
East and the Islamic world, have been affected by the corona virus, and the pandemic
conditions have changed the structure and orientation of these movements. There are three
political descriptions and constructions of Islam in modern times. (1) populist Islam, which
stands in the face of modern society through charity work or terrorist acts; (2) political
Islam, which tries to apply its program through legitimate channels rather than through
terrorism or coup d’état; and (3) cultural Islam, which develops an Islamic vision that deals
with the modern world.(Ali, 2018) Islam is a kind of politics at all three levels and has social,
political and cultural claims. In the past, the nodal point of Islamic discourses in the Middle
East was the emphasis on Islamic tradition and its protection based on the construction of
the political Islam in the field of making good and evil and opposition to the West. The West
has the same meaning in the discourse of Islamic political movements. Like Palestine, the
colonial and powerful West, the liberal and disgraced West, have united the discourse of
Islamic movements (Hanna,2020). In the discourse of Islamists, the West is a large entity
that is culturally, politically and ideologically hostile to Islam and Muslims, regardless of its
essential differences. Accordingly, it must be confronted at various cultural, political and
social levels. The post coronavirus pandemic will be a period of transformation for all three
tendencies of Islam ( El Alaoui et al, 2020). The corona pandemic has transforming most
Muslim scholars and the discourses of political Islam. Science, (Al ali,2020) which has been
the mainstay of controlling the Corona epidemic, has revolutionizing Muslim discourses.
This has also changed the worship style of Muslims. Before pandemic time, the emphasis on
religious practices, especially collectively, was widespread in the Islamic world (Fadel,
2020, Marshall, 2020). The corona pandemic has led some Muslim scholars and Islamic
movements to change their religious practices and use modern technologies, including
social media and the Internet. The same changes are seen in different levels of political,
cultural and social activity of Islamic groups believing in political Islam. It seems that most
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of the Islamic movements in the Corona era have undergone a profound change in tools and
beliefs.

Greater convergence and adaptation to science and its achievements, which are mostly
Western, are among the basic components of the discourse evolution of Islamic movements
in the post-Corona era. In addition, the role of the West in controlling the disease and
making vaccines, and the role of China in the spread of the virus, as well as the issue of
suppressing the Muslim minority, has shown that the friend and enemy’s world in the
discourse of [slamic movements must change (Boussel,2020, Wehrey et al,2020). This paper
point that the post-Coronavirus world will transform the discourse of political Islam at all
three levels. The basis of this transformation will include various dimensions of issues
within as well as outside the discourse of political Islam movements. Structural change in
the dual discourse of good and evil and world of friend and enemy in the thought of political
Islam movements and change in the dimensions of the paradoxical convergence of secular
science and the discourse of Sharia-based Islamic movements are among the fundamental
issues that political Islam will face in the post-Corona world in social, political and cultural
levels.

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CONSEQUENCES of the US WITHDRAWAL and its IMPACT on CONSTRUCTION
AFGHAN POLITICAL SYSTEM

The United States and its allies entered Afghanistan after the 9/11 attacks under the pretext
of suppressing and destroying the al-Qaeda terrorist group and its supporters (the Taliban),
investing billions of dollars to achieve their goals, and for the first time since the transitional
government They set up an interim elected government in Afghanistan. In addition, they
implemented dozens of public utility projects that had no precedent in the history of
Afghanistan. However, they failed to suppress and eliminate the country's armed opposition
and dozens of other terrorist groups, and in a way facilitated the growth of these groups
(Amini, Mohammadi and Mohammadi, 1399).

When Obama came to power, American policy changed, and he beat the drum of the
withdrawal of his forces. "The longest war in American history is coming to a responsible
end," Obama said in his speech. In December 2014, the International Security Assistance
Force (ISAF) combat mission was transformed into a Resolute Support Mission after 13
years, with most of the NATO presence focused on training and advising Afghan forces.
However, in 2014, a security agreement was signed between the two countries ( Nowruz,
April 15, 2021).

But the United States did not comply with the agreement, and after Trump came to power,
whispers of peace and the withdrawal of US troops became more heated, and the US
government signed an agreement with the Taliban without considering the Afghan
government, the main content of which was the withdrawal of US troops on May 1. 2021
shapes (Soroush, 2019)

But when Joe Biden came to power, the main issue is what the consequences of this
withdrawal will be for the Afghan political system and regional politics. Is Afghanistan ready
to accept such a responsibility and can it survive with the withdrawal of international forces
or not? It is unknown at this time what he will do after leaving the post. However, we know
that the political, social, cultural and economic conditions of Afghanistan are not ready for
such a situation. Meanwhile, the Taliban, as opponents of the government and dozens of
other terrorist groups, including ISIS, are at high level of threat to the government. Hanged
the withdrawal date to September 11 of that year. Along with the withdrawal of
international forces and economic instability, political problems include the Taliban's desire
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to change the political system and the fragmentation of political leaders by the government.
In addition to the internal turmoil, the situation of countries involved in Afghan politics,
especially Iran and Pakistan as key players, has complicated the situation, but the main
concern is that after 20 years of foreign forces, the semi-democratic government can achieve
the achievements of the last 20 years (Sino, 10 March 2016).

Tirkiye ile Libya arasinda 27 Mayis 1919 tarihinde imzalanan ve 8 Aralik 2019 tarihinde
Tiirkiye Biiyiik Millet Meclisi tarafindan onaylanarak yiiriirliige giren “Akdeniz’de Deniz
Yetki Alanlarimin Sinirlandirilmasina iliskin Mutabakat Muhtiras1” (Resmi Gazete: 30971),
Tirk ontolojik giivenliginin kritik hamlelerden birini teskil etmistir. Tiirkiye, Biyiik
devletlerin ve bolgesel aktorlerin pozisyon aldiklar1 ya da mevcut pozisyonlarini tahkim
ettiZi Dogu Akdeniz’de bir oldu-bittiye miisaade etmemis, Libya politikalarinin da
eklemlendigi mavi vatan konseptini giivenlik politikalarinin vazgecilmez unsuru olarak
gormiistiir. Mutabakat, i¢ ve dis kamuoyunda biitiin yonleriyle tartisilirken, Tiirkiye'nin
Libya’yla olan miinasebetlerinin tarihi konumu ve stratejik mahiyeti imzalanan mutabakat
baglaminda tekrar glindeme gelmistir.

Harbi
Umumi’nin esiginde Akdeniz ve Kuzey Afrika’daki siyasi miicadeleye ulusal birligini geg
tamamlayan Italya da katilmis ve bu dogrultuda italyan’in ilk hedefi Trablusgarb havalisi
isgal etmek olmustur. 29 Eyliil 1911 tarihinde italyanlar tarafindan Osmanl Devleti'ne
verilen notada, Trablusgarb’in yeniden imar edilmesinin zorunlulugu, dahi Trablus ve
Bingazi’de mukim italyanlarin haklarinin gézetilecegi belirtilmis ve isgalin somut zemini
hazirlanmistir (Sakir, 2018: 674). Trablusgarb saldiris1 Osmanli Mebusan Meclisinde
siddetli bir sekilde kinanirken, ittihat ve Terakki Cemiyeti’nin Merkez-i Umumisi Selanik’te
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toplanmis, Trablusgarb’a giden yollarin kapanmasi sebebiyle vatansever zabitlerden
miitesekkil bir grubun gizlice bolgeye intikal etmesi yoniinde karar alinmistir. Enver Bey,
Ali Fethi Bey, Mustafa Kemal Bey, Halil Bey, Nuri Bey, Siileyman Askeri Bey, Kuscubasi Esref
Bey gibi zabitler, muhtelif nam ve yollariyla Trablusgarb’a gitmis, Enver Bey komutasinda
bolgedeki yerel ahali 6rgiitlenerek direnis baslatilmistir (Tetik, 2018: 107; Bardakgi, 2015:
104).

Trablusgarb’da Osmanli zabitleri, bolge ahalisi nezdinde hiisnii kabul gérmiislerdir.
Ozellikle Enver Bey’in Naciye Sultanla nisanh olmasi, Saltanat makam tarafindan bélgeye
gonderildigi algisinin olusmasina sebebiyet vermistir. Bu husus Enver Bey’in mektubatinda
da yer almistir (Hanioglu, 1989). Enver Bey’in Araplar nezdindeki bu algisi, Arap
agiretlerinin birlestirilmesinde ve italyanlara karsi giiclii bir direnisin olusmasinda énemli
bir rol oynamistir. Trablusgarb’da basarili bir savunma hatt1 olusturan Osmanl zabitleri,
isgalin bolgenin iclerine dogru genislemesini engellemislerdir. Lakin Ekim 1912’de Balkan
Harbi'nin patlak vermesi, Osmanli Devleti'ni baris anlasmasi imzalamaya mecbur
birakmistir. 18 Ekim 1912 tarihinde imzalanan Usi Antlasmasiyla Trablus-Bingazi Havalisi
ve Akdeniz'deki On iki Ada Italyanlara birakilmistir. Trablusgarb’da savas sona erse de
olusturulan “Fedai Zabitan” grubuyla Osmanli subaylarinin bir kism1 bolgedeki direnise
devam etmistir. Fedai Zabitan grubu, Enver Pasa'nin kardesi Nuri Bey'in 1914 yilinda
Trablusgarb’da Afrika Gruplar Komutani vazifesiyle daha genis bir faaliyet alanina
kavusmustur (Aktaran Tetik, 2018: 111-114).

Calismanin sonucu itibariyle birinci olarak su sdylenebilir, Trablusgarb Osmanli’da vatan
savunmasinin kutsiyeti noktasinda Tiirk zabitleri acisindan giiclii bir inan¢ ve motivasyon
kaynagi teskil etmistir. Zira Trablusgarb’da yer alan gen¢ subaylarin biiytk bir cogunlugu
hem Harbi Umumiye’de hem de Istiklal Harbi'nde bagarih bir miicadele 6rnegi
sergilemislerdir. Ikinci olarak Trablusgarb’daki Tiirk liderliginin inan¢ ve inadi, Osmanh
sonrasinda Libya topraklarinda derin izler birakmistir. C6l Arslan’t Omer Muhtar’in Libya
topraklarinda verdigi bagimsizlik miicadelesi 1911 tohumlarinin filizlenmesine 6rnek
gosterilebilir. Uclinciisti, Trablusgarb, Osmanl’min Afrika’'ya acilan son kapisi olmasi
hasebiyle hem Akdeniz hem de Afrika politikalarinda biiyiik bir 6neme sahip olmustur
(aktaran Tetik, 2018: 107). Osmanl zabitlerinin bélgedeki varligi, Harbi Umumi esnasinda
bolge ahalisinin desteginin saglanmasi baglaminda ehemmiyet arz etmistir. Dérdiinct ve
son olarak bolge insanin Hilafete ve Saltanata duydugu sadakat, Osmanli’'nin bolgedeki
giiclii niifuzuna ve tesirine isaret etmektedir.

Ciinkii Orta Dogu
Bat1 ve Rusya icin 6nemli bir “tehlike” kaynagidir. Bu "tehlike" hi¢ de diinyay1 yok edecek
niikleer bagliklarina sahip herhangi bir Orta Dogu devletinin ortaya ¢ikmasi ile bagh
degildir.

Bati, Avrupa Birligi ve Rusya icin elverissizdir. Clinkii ge¢mise, en az bir-iki asir dénceki
donemlere baktigimizda, bu ti¢ millet (Tiirk, Arap ve Fars) nispeten normal iliskiler icinde
yasayip, herhangi imparatorlugun biinyesinde (Osmanl, Safevi) olurken Avrupa ve Rusya
daima onlarla hesaplasmak zorunda olmuslar.

kullanirlar. Ustelik "Kiirt sorunu”, "Ermeni sorunu” de son bir asirdir Tiirkliige karsi
yonelmistir.

Tim bunlara sebep de sudur ki, ABD, Avrupa devletleri ve Rusya icin Orta Dogu'da sadece
Tirkler, 6zellikle Tiirk diinyasinin en gli¢lii devleti Tiirkiyenin geri déniisii s6z konusudur.
Bunun bas vermemesi icin zaman zaman Tiirkiye "Kirt sorunu" ve "Ermeni sorunu" ile karsi
karsiya konulmustur. Aslinda Suriye'de ve Irak'taki i¢ savaslarin bitmez duruma gelmesinde
en ilging olan ABD, Fransa, Rusya gibi devletlerdir. Amag Tirkiye'yi hem disaridan, hem de
icten korku altta saklamaktir. Ilginctir ki, bugiinkii Arap devletleri Orta Dogu'da dis giiclerin
egemenligini kesin olarak kabul etmistir. Bunu, Misir’da vaktile yonetime gelen "Miisliiman
kardesler"in devrilmesi olaylar1 da agik¢a ortaya koydu. Bu agidan dis gii¢ler i¢in Araplar
tehlikeli degildir. Bu Farslar hakkinda da soylenebilir. Her ne kadar Persler 30 yildan
yiiksektir Bati ile geliski icindedir, ama onlar icin yakin zamanda iran'in bir giic merkezi
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olmasi giliveni ¢ok azdir. Demek ki, Orta Dogu'da yeni giice dondiiriilebilir bilecek yegani
kuvvet Tirklerdir. Bu nedenle, Tirkler bu bolgede dis giiclerin ve bazi i¢ kuvvetlerin is
birligi acik sekilde kendini gostermektedir. Her durumda, Suriye'nin ardindan, Irak'ta da en
cok kitlesel katliamlara Tiirklerin maruz kalmasi hi¢ kimseye sir degildir. Bat1 ve Rusya i¢in
yeni hedef de iran'dan daha ¢ok Tiirkiye'dir.

Bu anlamda son donemlerde Tiirkiyeye karsit perde arkasinda Bati-Rusya isbirliginin
olmasi sir degildir. Ciinkl bu bolgede Tiirkiye devletinin giiclenmesi Bat1 devletleri kadar
Rusyay1 da rahatsiz etmekdedir. Ona gore de Tiirkiye’'nin bolgede yeni bir giic olmamasi icin
anti Tirk kuvvetler ellerinden geleni yapmaktatirlar. Biz bunu, 2020 yilinin sonbaharinda
bas veren Azerbaycan-Ermenistan muharibesinde de goérdiik. Bu muharibede Azerbaycana
her tiirli destek veren Tiirkiye’'nin bu durusu Bati devletleri kadar Rusyay1 da rahatsiz etdi.
Ancak Tirkiyenin son derece katiyyatli durusu onlarin geri ¢ekilmesine neden oldu. Ancak
Yukar1 Karabag sorunu ile ilgili gelismelerin devam ettigi siire boyunca Tiirkiyenin
Azerbaycana verdigi destege karsit Bati-Rusya isbirligi de siirmektedir.

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DOGU AKDENIZ’'DE YASANAN GELISMELER ISIGINDA TURKIYE-iSRAIL
ILISKILERINDE SUREKLILIK ve DEGiSIM

Son donemlerde Dogu Akdeniz'de yasanan birtakim gelismeler, bolgesel ve kiiresel
aktorlerin iliskilerindeki degisim, biitiin diinyanin dikkatini bolgeye yoneltmistir. Dogu
Akdeniz'in 6nemi, tarihin ilk devirlerinden giiniimiize kadar énemini korumus ve kiiresel
rekabetin en mithim sahalarindan biri olmustur. Ancak son birkag yildir bu rekabet, hem
bolgede yasanan olaylar, hem de yeni dogalgaz sahalarinin bulunmasi nedeniyle daha fazla
alevlenmistir. Dogu Akdeniz’den bahsederken, Korfez ve Hazar bolgelerindeki rekabeti,
ABD isgali sonrasi Irak’i, Arap Bahari sonrasi Suriye ve Libya’da siliren catismalari, devlet
dis1 aktorleri ve terdr orgiitlerini hesaba katmak, bu gelismeler 15181nda bir biitiin olarak
bélgedeki politik gelismeleri degerlendirmek gerekir. Bu calismada, Tiirkiye-israil
iligkilerinin seyrinin ne olacagl konusu tartisilmaktadir. Calismanin yontemsel kismini
tarihsel arastirma metodolojisi, teorik perspektifini ise neorealizm olusturmaktadir.

Oncelikle Tiirkiye-israil iliskilerinin bicimlenmesinde etkili olan siireklilik ve degisim
parametrelerini agiklamak gerekmektedir. Tiirkiye'nin Israil'e yonelik politikasim
belirleyen temel siireklilik parametresi Bati'yla (ABD) iliskileridir. Israil kurulduktan sonra
onu tanima ve diplomatik iliskiler gelistirme konusunda Tiirkiye'nin yasadig: tereddiitler
Bat1 bloguna dahil olmasiyla giderilmis, Siiveys Krizinde Israil desteklenmistir. Ancak Bati-
ABD ile iligkileri bozuldugunda bu durum Israil politikasina yansimistir. Kibris Bunalimi ve
1964 Johnson Mektubu sebebiyle ABD ile iliskilerin gerilmesi Tiirkiye’nin Israil politikasini
da yansimis, 1967 Alt1 Giin ve 1973 Yom Kippur Savaslar1 ve sonrasinda gerceklesen
uluslararas1 konferanslarda Arap tezleri Tiirkiye tarafindan desteklenmisti. Doksanh
yillarin basinda ise ABD’nin Birinci Korfez Harekatiyla Orta Dogu’ya yerlesmesi ve diger
bircok énemli sorun nedeniyle Tiirkiye ve Israil iliskileri yeniden gelismeye baslamis hatta
stratejik bir boyut kazanmistir.

Tiirkiye'nin israil’e yonelik yaklasimim belirleyen bir diger faktor Tiirkiye’nin bélgeye
yonelik hassasiyetidir. Bu hassasiyet Mescid-i Aksa'da ¢ikan yangin sonrasi ya da 1980
yilinda Israil tarafindan Kudiis’iin daimi baskent ilan edilmesinde kendisini gostermektedir.
1982 yilinda Israil’in Liibnan’daki FKO kamplarina yonelik operasyonunda, Ermeni teror
orgiitii ASALA'nmin kamplar1 hakkinda Tirkiye'ye bilgi vermesine karsilik 1987 Birinci
Intifada yasanan olaylar sebebiyle Israil ile iliskiler diizelmemisti. Doksanlarin basinda,
Israil-Filistin arasinda yasanan Oslo siireci, Tiirkiye'nin Israil’e yonelik yaklasiminin
normallesmesinde etkili olmustu. Ancak Ikinci Intifada sirasinda Bagbakan Biilent Ecevit'in
“soykirim” sozi, Tiirkiye'nin bolgeye yonelik hassasiyetini isaret etmekteydi.

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AK Parti iktidar1 doneminde Tirkiye’'nin Filistin hassasiyeti dontliserek kimliksel bir yap1
arz etmeye basladi. Burada Tiirk Dis Politikasinda yasanan degisim etkiliydi. Klasik TDP,
statiikoculuk ve Baticilik ilkeleri cercevesinde isleyen realist yonelimli bir hiiviyete sahiptir.
Ancak AK Partiyle birlikte bu ilkelerin asilarak, dis politikada kiiltiir, tarih ve din gibi
faktorleri iceren Insac1 paradigma hakim olmaya basladi. Bunun en énemli yansima alani
Tiirkiye’'nin Israil politikas1 oldu ve bu durum ikili iliskilerdeki degisim parametresini
olusturdu. 2006 yilinda Halid Mesal’in Tiirkiye’yi ziyareti sonrasi Israil Disisleri Bakani'nin
Tirkiye'ye yonelik tehditleri ve akabinde Dékme Kursun Operasyonunda onlarca sivil
daha da kétiilestirdi. 2008 yilinda Davos’ta yasanan tartisma ve “one minute” Kkrizi iki tilke
iliskilerindeki =~ bozulma-gerilim-normallesme  doéngilistinii  gerilim-gerilim-gerilim
dongiisiine doniistiirdii. Bundan sonra, algak koltuk krizi, Tiirk dizilerindeki antisemitik
0geler, bayrak krizi ve askeri tatbikatlarin iptali gibi sorunlar yasandi. Fakat en biiyiik kriz
2010 yiinda Mavi Marmara gemisine Israil ordusu tarafindan yapilan saldir1 ve 9 Tiirk’iin
oldiiriilmesi sebebiyle iki iilke iligkileri dibe vurdu ve Tirkiye Biiylikelcisini ¢ekerek
iliskileri yeniden ikinci Katiplik seviyesine indirdi. Daha sonraki siirecte Tiirkiye'nin
talepleri yerine getirilip iliskiler normallesmeye basladiysa da, Nakba70 gosterilerinin asir1
sertlikle bastirilmasi ve ABD'nin Biiytikelciligini Kudiis’e tasimasi bu siireci sona erdirdi.

Tiirkiye-Israil iligkilerindeki bir diger degisim parametresi, israil'in Tiirkiye'ye yonelik
saldirgan tavirlari olmustur. Bu durum, Irak’in ABD tarafindan isgal edilmesinden sonra
Kuzey Irak’ta Israilin faaliyetlerini arttirmasiyla ilk olarak ortaya c¢ikti ve Suriye’nin
kuzeyinden teror devleti olusumuna verdigi destekle devam etti. Ancak Dogu Akdeniz’de
yasanan gelismeler ve Israil'in izledigi politika, Tiirkiye'nin Akdeniz'in digina itilmesi ve
tamamen c¢evrelenmesi tehditlerini icermektedir. Israil burada ilk olarak Yunanistan ve
GKRY ile imzaladig1 ¢esitli anlagmalarla Kibris meselesindeki tarafini belli etmis oldu. Bu
stirecte yine Turkiye’'nin koti iligkilere sahip oldugu Korfez iilkeleriyle yaptigi anlagmalarla
Israil, giivenlik sorununu ¢ézerek siyasal ve ekonomik acidan bélgedeki giiciinii daha fazla
konsolide etti. Ozellikle Korfez ilkelerindeki petrol ve dogalgazin Israil iizerinden Akdeniz’e
ulagtirilacak olmas, Tiirkiye’nin enerji dagitim merkezi olma stratejisinin israil tarafindan
hayata gecirildigini gostermektedir. Tiirkiye, Dogu Akdeniz'deki kusatmayi asmak ve
uluslararasi hukuktan dogan haklarindan faydalanmak icin Libya ile imzaladig1 anlasma
onemli bir adim olsa da, Dogu Akdeniz’'de kiyisi bulunan devletlerin neredeyse tamamaiyla
yasanan sorunlar, diplomatik acidan Tiirkiye’yi zor durumda birakmaktadir. Tiirkiye’'nin
bunu asabilecegi iki iilke vardir: Misir ve Israil. Misir'la baglayan normallesme siirecinin,
yakin zamanda Israil ile devam etmesi beklenmektedir. Doksanl yillarda oldugu gibi,
Tiirkiye ihtiyaci oldugu zaman Israil ile iliskilerini iyilestirebilmektedir. Israil icin de bu iyi
iliskiler Orta Dogu’da her zaman gerekli goriilmektedir. Bu donemin farki, 15 Temmuz
Darbe ve Isgal Girisiminin ardindan ABD ile bozulan iliskiler en son Biden’in sézde soykirimi
kabul etmesiyle en dip noktaya gerilemistir. Bundan sonra israil ile kurulacak iliskilerde
ABD faktori etkili olmayacak, Tiirkiye reelpolitik ¢ikarlari cercevesinde hareket edecektir.

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CIN’IN ORTA DOGU’DA MASKE/ASI DIPLOMASISI

2019’un sonunda Cin'in Hubei eyaletinde patlak veren Covid-19 salgini kisa siirede biitilin
diinyay1 sarsarak kiiresel bir pandemiye doniismiistiir. Viris ile miicadele siireci sadece
insanlarin giinliik yasami lizerinde etki gostermemis, ekonomik, siyasi ve sosyal boyutlari
ile kiiresel sistemi etkilemis ve etkilemeye devam etmektedir. Covid-19 pandemisinin
kiiresel sistem Uzerindeki etkilerinin neler olacagl veya ne kadar kalic1 ve derin etkiler
birakacag hala tartisilmaya devam etmektedir. Ancak bu kisa siireg bile dis politikaya yeni
kavramlar sokmus ve Cin’in viriisle kiiresel miicadelede izledigi bagis ve destek politikasi
“maske diplomasisi” veya “as1 diplomasisi” olarak adlandirilarak Cin dis politikasinin bir
parametresi olarak analiz edilmeye baslanmistir.

Cin, pandemi siirecinde viriistin merkezi olmas1 ve hastalikla ilgili bilgileri uzun siire
gizlemesi nedeniyle elestirilerin hedefi olmustur. Viriisiin ABD Bagkani Donald Trump
tarafindan “Cin viriisii” olarak adlandirilmasi, sosyal medyada Cin’e atfedilen yarasa yiyen
insan goriintileriyle birlikte duyulan 6fkenin irker bir hal almasi, Cin’in tilke imajini
olumsuz etkilemistir. Bu durumu tersine ¢evirmek isteyen Bejing yonetimi, hizl bir sekilde
viriisle miicadelede tecriibesini 6nce Covid-19 salginindan en fazla etkilenmis olan Italya ve
Ispanya ile paylagsmis, daha sonra bu destegin kapsami ve icerigi genislemis, Cin diinyanin
dort bir yaninda Covid-19 ile miicadele eden iilkelere saglik personeli, tibbi ekipman,
maske, test kitleri, mobil hastane ve en son olarak da gelistirdigi Sinovac asisi1 ile destek
olmaya yonelmistir.

Cin’in bu yumusak gii¢ politikasinin basarili olup, olmayacagi tartismalarin bir boyutunu
olusturmaktadir. Kavramin yaraticisi Joseph S. Nye, Cin’in bu ugrasinin nafile oldugunu
otoriter rejimini bu sekilde aklayamayacagini, propoganda yiiriiterek yumusak giiciinii
onaramayacagini zira yumusak giiciin ¢ekicilik tizerine kurulu oldugunu Cin’in ise sistem
olarak bundan yoksun oldugunu diisiinmektedir (Nye, 2020). Ger¢ekten Cin’in ABD gibi bir
cekiciligi olmadigl argiimani lizerinden bu yumusak gii¢ stratejinin Cin’in imajini
diizeltmeye yaramayacagl ve ona avantaj saglamayacagl argiimani ile meseleyi kestirip
atmak miimkiin miidiir? Gerek saglik sistemlerindeki eksiklikler gerekse yogun g¢atisma
bolgelerini icermesi nedeniyle Orta Dogu cografyasinin salginla miicadelede zorluk ¢ektigi
ve dis destege ihtiya¢ duydugu bu noktada goz oniine alinmaldir. Viris ilk defa Ocak
2020’de Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri'nde goriilmiis, hasta sayilar1 Iran disinda bolge
tilkelerinde 2020 ortalarina kadar daha diistik seviyelerde kalmistir. Ancak 2020 yazindan
itibaren vaka sayilar1 biiytik olciide artmistir. Korfez iilkeleri kaynaklarini kullanarak bu

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krizle basa ¢ikiyor goziikseler de bu iilkeler de uzun vadede petrol fiyatlarinin diisiisii ve
ekonomik daralma nedeniyle kriz tehdidi alinda bulunmaktadirlar. Bélgede catisma i¢cinde
olan Yemen ve Suriye’de durum c¢ok daha kritik boyuttadir. Miilteciler ve yerinden edilen
topluluklarin dezavantajli yasam kosullari ile bu tablo birlesince tiim Orta Dogu cografyasi
salginin tahribati ile sarsilmaktadir. Bazi analistlere gore bu sekilde devam etmesi Orta
Dogu acisindan Arap Isyanlarina benzeyen bir toplumsal patlamaya yol acabilir. Béyle bir
ortamda boélgeye en fazla yardimi yapabilecek Avrupa ve ABD'nin kendi iilkelerindeki
salgin1 bile kontrol etmekte zorlanmalari, kaynaklarini kendi tiiketimlerine ayirmalari
Cin’'in bolgeye destegini diger lilkelere yaptig1 yardimlardan ¢ok daha baska bir noktaya
tasimaktadir. Nitekim Cin’in bolgedeki bu proaktif politikasi NATO Aralik 2020°de Orta
Dogu’da Covid 19 raporuna da yansimis ve Bati kendini toparlama planlari ile mesgulken ve
kendi kapasitesi sinirliyken, Cin’in maske diplomasisi bélgeye ¢cok daha miidahaleci bir
yaklasimin baslangici olarak yorumlanmistir (Gilbert, 2020).

Bu tebligin amaci Cin’'in Orta Dogu’da izledigi maske/as1 diplomasisinin boyutlarini ortaya
koyarak, yumusak gii¢ kavrami gercevesinde tartismak ve bolge dinamikleri ve kiiresel
rekabet acisindan bu politikay1r analiz etmektir. Cin yardimlar1 hakkinda detayli bilgi
vermekten kacinmaktadir. Bu nedenle medya, uzman kurulus raporlart ve literatiir
incelenerek boélge iilkeleri ile ikili iliskileri tizerinden Cin’in maske/as1 diplomasisi
faaliyetleri tespit edilmeye c¢alismistir. Bu faaliyetler bagislar, destekler ve asi satis
anlasmalari olmak iizere ii¢ basliga ayrilarak analiz edilecektir.

Cin yumusak giiciinii ABD gibi ideolojik bir sdylemle temellendirme konusunda heniiz
basarili olamasa da ekonomik giicliniin avantaji ile proaktif bir politika izlemektedir. Orta
Dogu cografyasi diistik profilli bir dis politikayi tercih eden Cin’in kiiresel politikasinda daha
arka planda durmaktadir. Ancak son 10 yilda Cin’'in sadece ekonomik degil askeri ve siyasi
varligt da bolgede kendini hissettirmektedir. 2011 Libya miidahalesi sirasinda
vatandaslarini iilkeden ¢ikarmak icin Cin'in donanmasinin en modern askeri gemisini ilk
defa Akdeniz’e kadar gondermesi sembolik acidan 6nemli gérilmiistiir (Collins ve Erickson,
2011). Bugiin Libya i¢ savasinda Cin silahlar kullanilmaktadir. Cin, Orta Dogu’da izledigi
politikay1 kiiresel yardimseverlik olarak sunuyor olsa da bu siirecin iran’la iliskilerini
derinlestirdigi, ozellikle bugiine kadar daha simirh iliski icinde oldugu Korfez bolgesi
iilkeleri ile yakinlasmada maske/as1 diplomasisinin 6nemli bir kapi1 araladigl
goriilmektedir. Bu neticeler Covid 19 pandemisi Oncesinde tirmanmis olan ABD-Cin
rekabetinin pandemi doneminde daha da sertlesmesi cercevesinde de degerlendirilmelidir.
Nitekim ABD, Cin’in bolgede yumusak giiciinii kullanimindan rahatsizlik duymakla birlikte
bolgedeki pandemi ile acil miicadele gerekliligi ancak elindeki kaynaklarin yetersiz olmasi
nedeniyle bu duruma miidahale edememekte ve alternatif bir giic olarak kendini
gosterememektedir. Asi diplomasisi Cin’i Orta Dogu rekabetine dahil edecek etkinlikte
sonuglart bugiin icin liretememis, uzun vadeli sonuclan diisiiniildiigiinde Cin’e bolge ile
iliskilerini gelistirmesinde doniim noktasi olabilecektir.

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ULUSLARARASI SIYASETTE ARAP BiRLIGI’NIN DONUSUMU: iSRAIL
KARSITLIGINDAN iRAN KARSITLIGINA

1945 yilinda Ikinci Diinya Savasi sona erip Soguk Savas basladigindan beri Arap diinyasi
devaml uluslararasi siyasetin giindemindedir. Ozellikle Filistin Meselesi “dini-medeniyet
catismas1” boyutunu da tasidigindan dolay1 uluslararasi kamuoyunun yogun dikkatini
cekmeye devam etmekte ve bu mesele etrafinda ¢ok sayida sicak gelismeler yasanmaktadir.

Arap diinyasindaki siyasal gelismeler arasinda en 6nemli olanlardan biri Arap Birligi'nin
1945 yilinda kurulmasidir. Arap Birligi o yilda Misir, Suriye, Yemen, Liibnan, Urdiin, Irak ve
Suudi Arabistan’in bir araya gelmesiyle kurulmustur. Arap Birligi, Arap devletleri
arasindaki iligkileri ve etkilesimleri pekistirmeyi hedeflerken Filistin Meselesi etrafinda
resmi olarak Israil karsithgini benimseyerek Filistin’in yaninda yer almaya devam etmistir.

Fakat 1980’li yillardan sonra islamci Iran’in bélgede kendi niifuzunu artirmasi ile Arap
diinyasinin durumu oldukca karmasik hale gelmis ve Arap Birligi'nin yapisi da degisime
ugramistir. Ozellikle 2011 yi1linda baglayan Arap Baharr’ndan sonra Orta Dogu’daki siyasal
gelismeler sonucunda artik “Yahudi-islam” ikili catismasi baglamindaki yorum gegerliligini
kaybetmeye baslamistir. Durum béyleyken, 6zellikle Arap Bahari sonrasi Arap Birligi'nin
yapisinin doniisiimii hakkindaki giincel arastirmalar heniiz yeterli sayiya ulasmamis ve
cogu halen “Yahudi-Islam” catismas1 baglaminda tartismay1 acmaktadir. Bu durumu dikkate
alarak, Bu calisma Arap Bahari’'ndan sonra Arap Birligi'nin yapisi ve i¢cindeki gii¢ iliskilerinin
dontsiimiine odaklanmay1 amaglamaktadir. Bu ¢alisma Arap Birligi'nin baslangicta Filistin’i
desteklemek icin Israil karsiti bir érgiit olarak kurulurken ve orgiit icinde Misir-Suudi
Arabistan arasindaki rekabet devam ederken giliniimiizde ise Misir-Suudi Arabistan
rekabetinin neredeyse sona erdigini ve érgiitiin daha ¢ok Iran karsithgina yéneldigi icin
“edebi diisman” olarak tanimlanan Israil ile yumusamaya dogru gittigini ileri siirecektir.

Teorik cerceve ve arastirma yontemleri konusunda, bu calisma uluslararasi iliskiler
teorilerinden insacihk teorisine dayanacaktir. Insacihik teorisi uluslararasi orgiitleri
degisken yapilanma olarak algilamakta ve yapinin degisiminde kimlik, ilkeler ve normlarin
onemli rol oynadigini vurgulamaktadir. Gercekten de Arap Birligi'nin giincel durumunu
analiz etmek icin klasik realizm, liberalizm ve Marksizm teorileri yetersiz kalmakta ve bu
teoriler uluslararasi 6rgiitlerin yapisinin degiskenligini goz ardi etmektedir. Dolayisiyla bu
calismada uluslararasi orglitlerin degiskenligi lizerinde vurgu yapan insacilik teorisi tercih
edilmistir.

1956 yilindaki Siiveys Krizin'de Arap Birligi Israil, ingiltere ve Fransa’ya
karsi Misir'1 desteklemistir. 1974 yilinda Filistin Kurtulus Orgiitii Arap Birligi'nin resmi
liyesi olarak kabul edilmistir. Ayrica bu dénemde Arap Birligi “Israil ile barismama,
miizakere etmeme ve tanimama” ilkesini resmen benimsemistir. Boylece Arap Birligi
uluslararasi siyasette Filistin’i destekleyerek Israil’e karsi sert tutumu benimsemeye devam
etmistir.

Diger yandan, Arap Birligi icinde uzun zamandir Misir ve diger Arap iilkeleri, 6zellikle Suudi
Arabistan arasinda iktidar ¢atismasi devam etmistir. Arap Birligi'nin merkezi Kahire’dedir
ve gliniimiize kadar gorev yapan 7 genel sekreterin hemen hemen hepsi Misirli oldugu gibi,
Arap Birligi icinde Misir'in niifuzu biyiik oldugu icin Suudi Arabistan gibi diger Arap
tilkeleri bu duruma tepki gostermekteydi. Ozellikle 1978 yilinda Misir ve Israil arasinda
Camp David Anlasmasi imzalandiktan sonra Arap Birligi icindeki Misir'in etkisi 6nemli
derecede azalmistir.

2011 yihindaki Arap Baharr'ndan sonra ise Arap diinyasinin durumu ve Arap Birligi'nin
yapisi ciddi degisime ugramistir. Bu gelismeden sonra Iran bélgedeki niifuzunu artirmak
icin Siilik-islamcilik ideolojisine dayanarak Yemen, Suriye, Irak, Liilbnan ve Bahreyn gibi
tilkelerde devam eden ¢atismalara devamli olarak miidahale etmektedir. Bu durum altinda
Misir ve Suudi Arabistan gibi Arap iilkeleri iran’a karsi bir araya gelmeye baslamis ve
icindeki Misir-Suudi Arabistan rekabeti de sona ermistir. Ayrica Arap lilkelerinin ¢cogu
“kotiiniin kotiisii” olan iran’a kars: “kétiiniin iyisi” olan Israil ile yumusamaya baslamis ve
Filistin Sorunu Arap diinyasinda giindemden diismeye baslamistir. Boylece Arap Birligi
Israil karsit1 bir érgiitten Iran karsit1 bir érgiite doniismeye baslamistir.

Sonug olarak, Arap Birligi Israil karsithg ve Filistin’in kurtulusunu resmi ilke olarak
benimsemisse de, orgiit uluslararasi siyasetteki gelismelerden etkilenerek kendi yapisini
onemli derecede degistirmistir. Gercekten de Arap diinyasi Iran’dan gelen tehdit biiyiimeye
devam ettikge Iran karsithgim daha én plana cikarip asil ilke olan Israil karsithgindan
vazgecmeye yonelmektedir.
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ARAP BAHARI'NIN ARDINDAN: ARAP BAHARI POST-KOLONYAL DONEMIN
SONU MUYDU?

2010 yilinda Tunus’ta ortaya cikan ve bolge tlkelerine sirayet eden Arap Bahari’yla birlikte
kolonyal dénem sonrasi Arap Orta Dogu’sunda uzun yillar devam eden otoriter rejimler pes
pese yikilmis, bolgenin jeopolitigi degismistir. Arap Bahari’'nin beraberinde getirmis oldugu
degisim dalgasiyla birlikte bazi tilkelerde otoriter rejimler yikilmis, bazilarinda ise birtakim
ekonomik ve sosyal reformlarla otoriter rejimler ayakta kalmislardir. Kolonyal dénem
sonrasi Arap Orta Dogu’sunda otoriter rejimlerle yonetilen iilkelerin Bati'ya olan bagimliligi
Arap Bahart'nin ortaya ¢iktig1 tarihe kadar devam etmis, tarihten giincele, 6zellikle Soguk
Savas donemi boyunca etkisini kesif bir sekilde gosteren kiiresel giicler, Arap Orta
Dogu’sunda dolayl ve dogrudan somiirgeci konumunda olmuslardir. Kolonyal dénemin
biraktigi mirasla demokrasiye, istikrarh bir iilke goriinlimiine bir tirli kavus(a)mayan,
uzun yillar boyunca otoriter rejimlerle yonetilen, sosyal ve ekonomik a¢idan kalkinmayan
Orta Dogu iilkeleri, Arap Bahari’'na kadar istikrarsiz, kendi i¢cinde birtakim sosyal, kiiltiirel
ve ekonomik sorunlar yasamislardir. Arap Baharr'yla birlikte Orta Dogu cografyasinda
etkisini gosteren degisim dalgasi; bolge tlkelerinin vechesini degistirmis, post-kolonyal
donem boyunca Orta Dogu halklarinin otoriter rejimlere yonelik bastirilmis
hosnutsuzluklarin1 giin yiiziine ¢ikarmis, post-kolonyal dénemde Bati'ya bagimli olan
otoriter rejimler Arap Bahari'yla birlikte halkin demokrasi ve reform ¢agrilar1 karsisinda
iktidarlarin1 terk etmek zorunda kalmislardir. Bu durum, tarihten giincele oryantalist
yazindaki Orta Dogu imgesinin degismesini beraberinde getirmistir. Arap Orta Dogu’sunda
yeni bir ddnemin kapisini agcan Arap Bahari ¢cogu Orta Dogu iilkesini tesiri altina almais, bolge
haklarinin post-kolonyal dénem boyunca hayatin farkli kompartimanlarinda maruz kalmis
olduklar1 yoksunluklar (gelir esitsizligi, liyakatsizlik, diistince ve ifade o6zgiirliigii vb.)
baharin zuhur ettigi tarihten itibaren meydanlarda Arap halklarinin niimayislerle
dillendirilmistir. Orta Dogu sokaklarinda ortak temalarla bir mobilite icinde olan demokrasi
ve reform yanlisi halk kitlelerinin talepleri tedricen séniimlenmistir. Suriye’de yasanan i¢
savas ve bunun bolge tilkelerine olumsuz tesirleri, Libya’nin parcalanmis bir tilke hiiviyetine
biiriinmesi, Misir'da yasanan askeri darbe ve sonrasindaki gelismeler, Yemen'in bir tirli
istikrara kavusamayisi gibi durumlar, Arap Bahari’min tahayyil edilen bir bahari
dogurmadigim gostermistir. Ozellikle kiiresel giiclerin bolgedeki kendine sadik otoriter
liderlerinin iktidarlarini kaybedisi durumu, Arap Bahar1’nin en 6nemli neticelerinden birini
teskil etmis olsa da gecen on yilin ardindan Arap Baharr’'nin sirayet ettigi bazi iilkelerde
kiiresel giiclere bagimli olan rejimlerin ayakta kalmasi ve kiiresel giiclerin Orta Dogu’ya

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yonelik politikalarin1 tasarlarken isbirligi icinde olduklar1 otoriter liderlerle bdélge
politikalarinda etkili olmas1 durumu, Orta Dogu cografyasinda post-kolonyal dénemin
devam edip etmedigi yoniinde birtakim tartismalar1 beraberinde getirmistir. Kimi
arastirmacilarin bakis acis1 Arap Baharr’'nin 6zellikle uzun yillar iktidarda kalan otoriter
liderlerin iktidarlarin1 terk etmesiyle birlikte Orta Dogu’da Bati hegemonyasinin
sarsildigina, post-kolonyal dénemin kapandigina yonelik iken, kimi arastirmacilar ise Arap
Bahar1’'nin bazi tilkelerde radikal bir degisimi beraberinde getirmis olsa da yonettikleri halk
tabakasiyla bagi olmayan, Bati'ya bagimli Orta Dogu liderlerinin iktidarda kalmasi
durumunu post-kolonyal donemin devam ettigiyle iliskilendirmislerdir. Bu ¢alisma, 2010
yilinda ortaya ¢ikip zamanla Orta Dogu'nun mimarisini ve jeopolitigini degistiren Arap
Bahar1’'nin post-kolonyal déneminin sonu olup olmadigina odaklanmis olup, gecen on yilin
ardindan Arap Bahari’'min bolge iilkeleri lizerinde yaratmis oldugu etkiler géz oniinde
bulundurularak Arap Bahar1 sonrasi doéneme yonelik bir perspektif sunmayi
amaglamaktadir.

Diinya enerji rezervlerinin énemli bir kisminin bu boélgenin payina diismasi ve ulasim
hatlarinin burada yerlesmesi dogal olarak bu bolgeye ilgiyi arttiriyor. O yiizdendir ki, XX.
ylzyilin 90-I1 yillarindan bu yana Giliney Kafkasya ve Orta Dogu’da bir tiirli istikrarin elde
edilmesi miimkiin olamadi. Once 1992 senesinden baglayarak Ermenistanin Azerbaycanin
Yuraki Karabag ve gevresindeki sehirlere saldirmasi ve bu saldir1 sonucunda 20% kadar
Azerbaycan topraklarinin isqal edilmesi neticesinde 1 milyona askin Azeri tiirklerinin kendi
ana topraklarindan kacarak okenin ve diinyanin baska-baska yerlerinde yasamaga tabi
tutulmusdurl. Uzun siire ABD, Rusya ve Fransanin basini ¢ekdiyi AGIT Minsk qrupu
ticliisiiniin bu sorunu baris¢il amaclarla ¢c6zmeye 6zen gostermemesi neticesinde Karabag
sorunu Ermenistan-Azerbaycan arasinda 30 yila kadar devam etmisdir. Tabii ki, bu siirec
icerisinde de taraflar arasinda zaman-zaman sicak ¢atismalar yasanmis ve insan kayiplarina
yol agmigdir2. Tiim bunlara ragmen AGIT iicliisiiniin bdlgeye yapdig1 ziyaretlerin hi¢ bir
sonug¢ vermediyini anlayan, son 20 yilda biiyiik oranda gelisen ve bolgesel gli¢ haline gelen
Turkiyenin ve Rusiyanin birge c¢abasi ile 27 Eyliil 2020 yilindan baslayarak 44 giin devam
eden II. Karabag savasinda Azerbaycan Silahli Kuvvetleri zafer elde etdi. Bu hususda
Tiirkiyenin Gliney Kafkasyada etkisinin ne kadar artdigini agikca sdylemek miimkiindiir.
Bunun yanisira diyer bolgesel ve bolgedisi aktorlerin bu konunun ¢6ziimii ile bagh ¢aba sarf
etmediyi de herkes tarafindan agikca belli oldu3.

44 giinliik I1. Karabag savasinda kardes Tiirkiyenin her imkani ile Azerbaycanin yaninda yer
almas1 inkar edilemez konulardandir. Tiirkiye Cumhuriyyeti ister politik a¢idan tiim
bolgesel ve uluslararasi oOrgiitlerde, isterse de akseri bakimdan son askeri-teknolojik
yenilikleri (burada Bayraktar TB2 siha ve ihalarini ayrica sdylemek gerekiyor) ile
Azerbaycan Silahli Kuvvetlerine verdiyi katk: sayesinde Azarbaycan II. Karabag savasinda
zafer elde etdi. Tiirkiyenin Giliney Kafkasyada barisa ve istikrara verdiyi katkinin sonucunda
bolgenin jeopolitik, jeostratejik ve jeoekonomik durumu deyismeye baslamisdir4.

[I. Karabag savasinin ardindan Giiney Kafkasya bélgesinde gilic miicadilelerinin yanisira
giivenlik politikalarinin da arttigin1 sdylemek miimkiindiir. Kardes Tiirkiyenin bolgesel
istikrarin saglanmasi ve barisin elde edilmesinden sonra boélgesel aktorlerden [ranin,
bolgedisi aktdrlerden ABD, Avrupa Birliyi ve Cinin buralarda daha da aktiv hale gelmesini
gore biliriz. ABD ve Avrupa Birliyi icin Giliney Kafkasya, dolaysiyla Azerbaycan oldukca
biiytik stratejik 6neme sahipdir. Xazar denizinin ham petrol ve dogal kazla zengin olmasi ve
ayni zamanda Kuzey-Giiney ve Dogu-Bati ulasim koridorunun iizerinde yerlesmesi Bat1 icin

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Azerbaycani vazgecemeyeceyi bir iilke haline getirmisdir. Azerbaycan ham neftinin ve dogal
gazinin Baki-Tiflis-Ceyhan petrol boru hatti ve Baki-Tiflis-Erzrum gaz boru hatt1 vasitasi ile
Avrupa ve Diinya pazarlarina ¢ikarilmasi fevkalade éneme sahipdir. Baki-Tiflis-Kars tren
yolu hattinin faaliyyeti bolgenin istikrari icin biiyiik 6nem arz etmektedir>5.

Tabii ki, ayni durun Cin icin de gecerlidir. Cinin 2013 yilinda baslatdig1 “Bir kusak, bir yol”
projesinin gectiyi hatlardan birinin Azaerbaycanda, daha agik desek Giiney Kafkasyadan
gecmesi bolgenin niifusunu dogrudan arttirilmasina imkan saglamisdir. Cinin bugiin “Bir
kusak, bir yol” projesi cercivesinde Giiney Kafkasyaya verdiyi onemi go6zoniinde
bulunduraraq sdylemek mimkiindiir ki, Gliney Kafkasya gii¢ miicadilesinde 6nemli yere
sahipdiré6.

Yukarida da vurquladigimiz iizere Diinya iiciin diyer 6nemli bolge tabii ki, Orta Dogu’dur.
Bu bélgenin diinya ham petrol ve dogal gaz rezervlerinin yaridan ¢okuna sahib olmasi
bolgesel miicadilenin 6niinde gelen en 6énemli sebeplerden biri gibi bilinmektedir. 11 Eyliil
2001 yilinda ABD de yapilan terdr olaylarindan itibaren diinya politik sistemi yeni doneme
girdi. ABD yapilmis yahut da kurulmus terdr olaylarindan derhal sonra boélgesel ve kiiresel
capta “terorle miicadele” kampanyasini baslatdi. Once 7 Ekim 2001 senesinde Afganistana
saldiran ABS ve miittefikleri, daha sonra Mart 2003 de niikler bomba ve terore destek
behanesi ile Irak’a saldirdi. Bu saldir1 sonucu Irak lideri Saddam Huseyn tutularak idam
edildi. ABD ve NATO nun bu saldirilarinin sonucunda Afganistanda ve Irak’ta onbinlerce
insan olduriildi ve sakat burakildi. Yiizbinlerce insan kendi topragindan goé¢ yapmak
zorunda kald17.

Adina “Arap Bahar1” verilen olaylar 17 Aralik 2010 yilinda Tunus’da patlak verdi ve kisa
siire sonra Kuzey Afrika yerlesen Cezayir, Libya, Misir ve Orta Dogu’da yerlesen Liibnan,
Urdiin, Suriya, Iran, Irak vs. iilkeleri kapsadi. ABD nin Biiyiik Orta Dogu Projesi(BOP) yavas-
yavas hayata gecirilmeye baslatildi. Bu kanli olaylar sonucu uzun yillara dayali dikatorliikler
cokertildi ve olkeleri ic istikrarsizlik biiriidii. Hemen-hemen “Arap Bahari”"nin dokundugu
her bir tlilkede karisiklik i¢ savasa neden olmasa da, bir¢ok iilkede uzun zaman istikrar
saglanamadi8,9.

Orta Doguda Suriye’nin “Arap Bahar1”"nin etkisi altina diismesi sonucunda i¢ savas basladu.
Bu savas sonucu iilke tamamen ¢okertildi. Suriye lideri Bessar Esad cumhurbakani
koltukunu terk etmese de, lilke filen bir ka¢ hisseye parcalanmis duruma geldi. 2014
yilindan itibaren ISID’in Suriyede ve Irakta olusumu basladi. ISID’in hem Suriyede, hem de
Irakta yapitig1 katliyamlar ve yaratdigi korku sonucu bir milyona askin Suriyeli ve Irakl
6ldirildi. 6 milyondan fazlasi ise kendi topraklarini terk etmek zorunda kaldi. Yapilmis bu
politika sonucu Orta Dogu ve Kuzey Afrikada uzun vadeli istikrarsizlik meydana
gelmisdir10,11,12.

Son 20 yila bakildiginda bolgesel giic miiadilesi kapsaminda biiyiik devletler kendi
aralarinda bir ittifak halini almaya c¢aba gostermisler. Hem Giliney Kafkasyada, hem Orta
Dogu’da, hem de Kuzey Afrikada uzun yillar istikrar saglanamamisdir. Bolgesel aktorler
olarak Gliney Kafkasya ve Orta Dogu’da Tiirkiye’'nin ¢aba sarf etdiyini gormek miimkiindiir.
Tirkiye'nin hizli siyasi, ekonomik ve askeri yiikselisi bolgesel aktér olarak onun 6nemini
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daha da arttiriyor. Tiirkiyenin son 20 yilda yiiriitdiiyii icine kapanik diyil, disa a¢ik politika
yuriitmesi bolgede istikrarin saglanmasina biiytik katki saglaya bilir.

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MUSLUMAN TOPLUMLARDA DiNi RADIKALIZMIN DEGISEN DUSMAN

On dokuzuncu yiizyilda iiretilmeye baslanan islamcilik diisiincesinin ve yirminci yiizyilin
baslarinda tesekkiil eden ana akim Islami hareketin temel miicadele sahasi sémiirgecilik,
batililasma ve otuzlu yillardan itibaren de Filistin meselesi olmustur. Bu miicadele sahasi
icinde miicadeleye muhatap olanlar biiyiik oranda gayri Miislim aktorlerdir. Ulus
devletlerin insasindan sonra ise miicadele sahasi, Miusliimanlar eliyle kurulan yeni
devletlere yonelmistir. Fakat Miisliimanlar eliyle kurulan ve Islamlagma talebinde bulunan
Islami hareket miintesiplerine zulmettigi diisiiniilen Miisliiman devlet ve idarecilere karsi
“cihat” siar1 altinda karsi koyabilmek yeni bir durumu ifade etmis ve dolayisiyla bu durum
ideolojik bir boslugu beraberinde getirmistir.

Ana akim Islami hareketin bir sapmasi olarak altmish yillardan sonra sekillenmeye baslayan
cihadi disiince ve hareket, yeni kurulan ulus devletlerle nasil miicadele edilmesi gerektigi
hususunda ana akim Islami hareket ile derin ayrilik igine girmis ve s6z konusu ideolojik
boslugu tirettigi bir takim dini-radikal diisiincelerle doldurmaya cahgmistir. Ozellikle 1967
senesinde Israil karsisinda alinan hezimet (en-Nekse) onemli bir déniim noktasini ifade
etmistir. Zira cihadi diisiinceye gore bu hezimet, Miisliiman tilkelerde Allah’in kanunlarinin
yuriirlikte olmamasi nedeniyle gerceklesmistir. Dolayisiyla o ana kadar “uzak diisman”
olarak kendisine odaklanilan israil’i alt etmenin yolu “yakin diisman” olan yerel rejimleri
devirip dini seriat ile yonetilen bir islam devleti kurmaktan ge¢cmektedir. Boylece cihadi
hareket, ulus devlet rejimlerine karsi cihadi mesrulastiran bazi hiikiimler ihdas etmis ve
gelenekten farkli olarak adina “yakin diisman” dedigi yeni bir diisman tasavvuru insa
etmistir.

S6z konusu diisman tasavvuru doksanl yillara kadar cihadi harekete yon vermistir. Fakat L.
Korfez Savasi cihadl diisiincenin evrimine etki eden bir baska olgu olarak belirleyici
olmustur. Oyle ki I. Kérfez Savas:1 ve sonrasinda yasanan gelismeler, Amerikan karsithg
etrafinda orgiilenen Kiiresel Cihat fikrinin filizlenmesini tetiklemis ve “iki kutsal beldenin
Amerikalilar tarafindan isgali” temasi Usame b. Ladin’in neredeyse biitiin konusmalarinda
islenmeye baslanmistir. Boylece doksanl yillarin ortalarindan sonra, “asker-sivil fark
etmeksizin Islam diinyasini isgal eden Hagh-Siyonist ittifak icinde yer alanlara, kendi
vatanlar1 da dahil diinyanin her yerinde saldirilar tertip edilmesi” anlamina gelen “kiiresel
cihat” diisiincesi tesekkiil etmis ve yerel rejimleri ifade eden “yakin diisman” yerine bu

rejimleri destekleyen ve “yilan basi” olarak tanimlanan Amerika onciiliiglindeki harici
diismanlar (uzak diisman) birincil hedef haline gelmistir.

11 Eylil saldirilarinin akabinde ise cihadi harekete karsi tiim diinyada alinan giivenlik
onlemleri hareketin ademi merkeziyetci bir yapiya dogru savrulmasina sebebiyet vermis ve
bu durum lokal el-Kaidelerin tliremesiyle sonuglanmistir. Fakat lokal el-Kaidelerin zuhur
etmesi merkezi el-Kaide'nin temel ilkelerinden uzaklasmay1 da beraberinde getirmistir.
Siiphesiz bu donemde kontrolden ¢cikmis en fazla dikkat ¢eken lokal grup Ebli Mus’ab ez-
Zerkavi tarafindan kurulan ve sonraki yillarda ortaya ¢ikacak DAIS’in niivelerini olusturan
Irak el-Kaidesi olmustur. Gerek Ez-Zerkavi liderligindeki Irak el-Kaidesi ve gerekse de 2006
yilinda ortaya c¢ikan DAIS, merkezi el-Kaide'nin tasvip etmedigi ve uzak durdugu Siilerle
catisma icine girerek bolgedeki mezhep gerilimini tetiklemis ve “uzak diisman” hedefinden
uzaklasarak Bin Ladin’in kiiresel cihat fikriyatina zeval getirmistir. Ayrica bu gruplarin
eylemlerinin sadece ABD askerleri ve Siilerle sinirli kalmayip kendileri gibi diisiinmeyen
Stinnileri de kapsamasi, “et-teterriis” fetvasi mucibince sivillerin 6liimiiyle sonuglanan
pazar yerlerinde intihar saldirilar1 diizenlemeleri radikal gruplar nezdinde “diisman”
tanimini daha karmasik bir héle getirmis ve bdylece yakin-uzak fark etmeksizin “kendileri
gibi diisiinmeyen herkes” diisman kategorisi icine dahil edilmistir. Ozetle altmish yillardan
glinlimiize dek Misliiman toplumlar icinde varlik gésteren dini radikalizmin diisman algisi
dinamik bir karakter arz etmis ve siirekli glincellenerek degisik formlar kazanmistir.

Gerek Islam 6ncesinde gerekse Islam’in dogusundan sonra, Arap toplumunun biiyiik bir
boliimiiniin, go¢ olgusuyla dogrudan yahut dolayl olarak irtibath oldugu anlasilmaktadir.
Keza cagimizda bilhassa Orta Dogu’da yasanan miiteaddit olumsuz gelismeler, pek c¢ok
gocmenin cesitli Arap iilkelerinden diinyanin mubhtelif yerlerine yayilmasina sebebiyet
vermis bulunmaktadir. islam éncesinden Abbasi déoneminin sonuna kadar uzanan genis
zaman dilimini kapsayan klasik Arap edebiyatindaki go¢ olgusu ile modern Arap
edebiyatinin baslangici addedilen 1798 senesinden giliniimiize kadar gegen siirecte
sekillenen go¢ olgusunun, birbirleriyle kiyaslandiklarinda, hem bir takim farkliliklar ihtiva
ettigi hem de belirli yonlerden benzerlikler gésterdigi bulgulanmaktadir. Dolayisiyla bu
calismanin amaci, Araplar arasinda klasik dénemdeki ve modern donemdeki go¢ algisinin
ayirt edici yonleri ile benzerliklerinin tespit edilmesi ve go¢ temasinin kimler tarafindan
islendigi ile bu kapsamda hangi konulardan istifade edildiginin belirlenmesidir. Bu
dogrultuda calismanin yontemi, kadim siir mirasindaki goce iliskin unsurlarla ¢agimizin
edebiyatcilarinin ortaya koydugu ilgili iirlinlerin mukayesesine dayanmaktadir.

Bildigimiz kadariyla, Araplarin kaderini belirleyen kadim go¢ dalgalarindan birisi, Me'rib
seddinin ¢oOkiisiinden sonra yasanan bliylik gé¢ hareketidir. Keza farkli zamanlarda
Etiyopya gibi ¢esitli mintikalarda, Arap Yarimadasindan gelen yerlesimcilerin yasadigi da
bilinmektedir. Bu miithim olaylarin etkisinin insanlarin zihninde uzunca bir miiddet canh
kaldig1 disiintilebilir (von Kremer, 1866: XIII-XIV). Arabistan’da yasayan, ama yerlesik
hayata gegmeyen Araplar, farkli yerlere goc ettiklerinde, zihinlerinde konakladiklari yerlere
iliskin farkl hatiralar sekillendirmislerdir. Hal boyle olunca, dogduklari yer ile gengliklerini
ve yashiliklarini gegirdikleri yer farkli olabilmektedir. Gocler, verimli alan arayisi, ticaret
girisimleri yahut tehcir gibi cesitli nedenlere bagl olarak topluca yapilabilmektedir
(Abdiilhadioglu, 2018: 1002). Kimi zamansa methiye sairinin hamisinin yanina siginmak
icin yurdunu terk etmesi gibi miinferit gocler de gerceklesebilmektedir. Mamafih sairler
genellikle bu gibi durumlarda go¢ temasini islemekten ziyade, ¢olde yaptiklari yoluculugun
zorluklariny, rahil ad1 verilen kaside boliimlerinde anlatmaktadirlar (Ayyildiz, 2020: 5-34).
Bu nedenle siirden gelir elde eden gezgin sairlerin seyahatlerini veya sila hasretlerini, gé¢
temasiyla irtibatlandirmamak daha dogru olacaktir.

Islam 6ncesinden giiniimiize ulasan en eski siir érneklerinde, gogle iliskilendirebilecegimiz
en yaygin tema, daha ziyade sairlerin 6zenle nazmettigi ¢ok temali uzun kasidelerin
girislerinde karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Kasidelerin nesib ad1 verilen bu girizgdhlarinda, sairler

aska iliskin konulari islemekte ve go¢ eden bir sevgiliyi anlatmaktadirlar. Bu minvaldeki
anlatilarda, sairlerin kurgusunun temel maksadi, gociin sebeplerini veya seyrini
anlatmaktan ziyade, gociin sebep oldugu hasret duygusunun ifade edilmesidir. S6z konusu
bolimlerde goc edenlerin timiine duyulan 6zlemden cok, genellikle yalnizca sevgiliyi
kapsayan bireysel bir o6zlem konu edilmektedir. Bu boéliimlerde sairlerin siklikla
kullandiklar1 motiflerin arasinda, go¢ edenlerin terk ettikleri yerleskelerinde artlarinda
biraktiklari kazik yahut ocak tasi gibi cesitli unsurlarin zikredilmesini saymak miimkiindiir.
Bu baglamda, mezkir tirtinlerdeki goc¢ olgusu ile giinlimiizdeki go¢ mefhumunun son derece
farkli oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Nitekim kadim siirlerde anlatilan bu gibi gocler, daha ziyade
donem Araplarinin gécebe yasantisiyla iliskili olup genellikle beklendik bir gelisme olarak
degerlendirilmektedir. Oysa modern anlamda gdg, daha ziyade belirli siyasi yahut sosyolojik
olaylarin olumsuz etkileri neticesinde meydana gelen beklenmedik ve mecburi bir durum
olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.

Modern donemde Arap diinyasinda vuku bulan gocler, genellikle savas ve ekonomik
zorluklarin yikicl tesiriyle yahut siyasl anlasmazliklar nedeniyle gerceklesmektedir.
Insanlar siddetli ¢atismalarin cereyan ettigi bélgelerden canlarini kurtarmak maksadiyla
goc etmek zorunda kalmakta yahut baski ve issizlik gibi sair olumsuzlugun neticesinde
gecimlerini saglayamaz hale geldiklerinde iilkelerini terk etmek mecburiyetinde
kalmaktadir. Modern Arap edebiyatinda tesadiif edilen go¢ olgusu, genellikle bu etkenlerin
neticesinde ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Klasik Arap edebiyatinda, savaslar, siyasi ve dini baskilar
nedeniyle gerceklesen zorunlu gogler, tehcir uygulamalar1 yahut go¢ edenlere yapilan
mezalim, kimi zaman siire silik bir sekilde de olsa konu olabilmektedir. Mamafih bu durum
genellikle ¢ok sinirll bir ¢ercevede, kisaca ifade edilmekte ve gdc¢ olgusunun iizerinde
neredeyse hi¢ durulmamaktadir. Ornegin; eski sairler goc ettiginde kendisinin malina el
koyanlar1 yerebilmekte yahut tehcir edilen asilerin ibretlik durumunu anlatabilmektedir
(bkz. Ibn Hisdm, 1410/1990: 2/141-142; 3/149-150). Kimi zamansa goc edebilme
kabiliyeti, 6viiniilecek bir unsur olarak sunulmaktadir (es-Se‘dlibi, 1403/1983: 3/417).
Modern edebiyatta goc¢ olgusuyla alakali islenen yaygin temalar ise, daha ziyade 6zlem,
elem, tefekkiir, hiirriyet, hosgort, insan ve doga sevgisi seklindedir (Yazici, 2002: 461-486).
Ayrica klasik edebiyatta go¢ temasina deginenler genellikle geride kalan insanlarken,
modern edebiyatta bu konuyu isleyenler ¢ogu zaman gé¢menlerin kendileridir. Sonug
olarak, eski Araplarin zihnindeki ve edebiyatlarindaki go¢ olgusunun dogrudan dogruya
bedevi ruhuyla iliskili oldugunu; ama modern edebiyattaki go¢c mefhumunun klasik
edebiyattakiyle neredeyse irtibatsiz olan ¢agdas bir hiiviyette tezahiir ettigini soylemek
mimkiindtr.

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TURK-ISLAM DUSUNCESINDE BIREY KAVRAMI

Firat DEMIRKOL*

Birey kavrami modern anlamda ortaya ¢ikan modern ideolojilerin kullandig1 Bati menseili
bir kavramdir. Bu anlamda ortaya konulan birey anlayisinin Tiirk-islam toplulugunda tam
karsiligl bazen bulunamamaktadir ya da birey tarifine yonelik olarak ortaya konulan
yaklasimlar kiiltirel ya da toplumsal olarak Tiirk-islam toplumlarinda Kkarsilik
bulamamaktadir. Ancak modern insan haklar1 kavramlarinin temelini olusturan birey
anlayisi ve elde etmis oldugu kazanimlarin bir¢ok kism1 modern anlamda kullanimindan
once hem Islamiyet oncesi Tiirk toplumlarinda hem de Islamiyet sonrasi Tiirk
toplumlarinda aktif bir bigcimde bulunmaktadir. Birey kavrami toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi,
sosyal ve siyasal haklar, miilkiyet ve miras haklar1 ve hukuk 6niinde esitlik gibi temel
prensipler iizerinden degerlendirilmektedir. Tiirk-islam toplumlarinda bu haklar genel
olarak tiim diinyada oldugu gibi erkeklere daha 6nce taninmis haklar olarak ortaya
¢ikmaktadir. Bu nedenle 6zellikle kadin tizerinden bu haklarin varolusu ve kullanilmasi
hususu daha 6nem arz etmektedir.

Eski Tiirk toplumunda kadinlar haklari olmayan, pasif bir grup olmaktan ¢ok uzaktir. Sosyal
ve siyasi hayatin her noktasinda aktif olarak yer almis, saygi gosterilmis ve deger verilip,
korunmus bireyler olarak yasamiglardir. islamiyet dncesi Tiirk toplumlarinda kadin ve
erkegin esit haklar1 bulunmaktaydi. Toplumlarin igerisinde cinsiyete dayali olarak sosyal
bir ayrim olmadig gibi is boliimii olarak da ayrim bulunmuyordu. At binme, ava gitmek ve
avlanmak, savasmak, doviismek ve dini (saman) ayinleri diizenlemek gibi haklar1 ve
ozgurliikleri bulunmaktaydi. Bunlari gorev olarak edinebilen kadinlar toplumda biiyiik bir
serbestlige sahipti. Tlrk boylar1 icerisinde kadinlarin s6z hakki ve 6nemli bir yeri oldugu
gibi, dogrudan yiiksek mevkilerde yonetimde gorev aldiklar1 hatta hiitkimdar olduklari bile
gorilmiistir. Hiikkimdarin hanimlari protokolde kendisine her daim yer bulmus, s6z hakki
olmus ve sosyal hayat icerisinde dini, ailevi ve toplumsal olarak 6énemli ve saygin bir
konuma sahip olmustur. Eslerinin evdaslari olarak kabul edilen kadinlar ayni zaman eve ait
olan mallara da ortak kabul edilirlerdi. Evin igerisinde hakimiyet ve evin dirligi, diizeni
kadin aittir. Eski destanlara ve sozlii edebiyat eserlerine bakildiginda giiniimiizde de
kullanilan “her basarili erkegin arkasinda bir kadin vardir” atasdziine uygun sekilde zora ve
dara diisen hiikiimdarlar sadik bir es ya da kiz kardes sayesinde bu belay1 def edip zafere
ulasabilirler. Ayrica bu eserlerde tek bir esten bahsedilmektedir ve ¢ok eslilie dair bir
isaret bulunmamaktadir. Aile i¢i evlilik c¢cok goriilen bir yaklasim olarak kabul
edilmemektedir, genellikle yakin aile disinda kadinlarin evlenmesi ve bu durumun baski ve
zor ile olmamasi konusunda genel kabul bulunmaktadir. Cok eslilik sonradan gériilmeye

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baslanmis olsa dahi bu durum genel olarak yonetici sinifta goriilen ve bir nevi toplumsal
dayanisma gérevi olarak ortaya cikmistir. Ornegin élen agabey ya da kardesin dul kalan esi
ile evlenme ya da bas hatuna yardimci olmasi amaciyla olmasi gibi ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.
Kadinlarin bosanma haklari oldugu gibi bosandiktan sonra yeniden evlenme haklari da
bulunmaktadir. Evlenme ve bosanma konularinda olan 6zgiirliik kadinlarin miras haklari
ve miilk edinme haklar i¢in de gegerlidir. Kadinin baba evinden getirmis oldugu miilke ve
mala iliskin olarak erkegin séz hakki bulunmamaktadir. Islamiyet 6ncesi Tiirk
toplumlarinda inang¢ 6zgiirliigii baglaminda serbestlik bulunmaktaydi. Bu durumun temel
gostergesi Turk toplumlar icerisinde bircok farkli inan¢ grubuna ait topluluklarin
bulunmasidir.

Islamiyet’te bulunan “kadin” tartismalar1 Islamiyet éncesi “cahiliye” dénemine kadar
uzanmaktadir. Bu donemde tipki farkli toplumlarda oldugu gibi kadinin toplumda
esitliginin ya da konumunun tartisilmasindan énce kadinin “insan” olup olmadigi {izerine
tartismalar yuriitilmekteydi. Kadinlarin miras hakki bulunmaz ve ¢ok eslilige karsi
¢ikamazlardi. Ancak farkl kaynaklar ise kadinin bazi toplumlarda olduk¢a 6ncii konumda
oldugundan ve toplumdaki sosyal konumlarinin iyi oldugu durumlardan da
bahsetmektedir. islamiyet’in kabuliiniin ardindan kadinlara kars1 duyulan saygi ve 6zellikle
kiz cocuklarina yonelik ortaya konulan kétii muameleler ortadan kalkmustir. Ozellikle
kadinin dogurganlig1 ve annelik vasfi lizerinden kutsal bir konumu oldugu anlayis1 kabul
edilmis ve toplumsal olarak saygi kazanmistir. Ancak toplumsal olaylar ve olgular
bakimindan kadin 6n plana ¢ikarilmamis ve miras, yonetim ve sosyal yasam alaninda erkek
on plana ¢cikarilmistir. Islam devlet yéneticileri modern tartismalarinda konusu olan kadin
ve erkegin birlikte yonetimi ya da yonetimde ortak paylasim konusunda olumsuz bir tavir
ortaya koymaktadir. Yahudi, Hristiyan ve Zerdiistlere kati surette vazife verilmemesi
gerektigi gibi kadinlarin kesinlikle idari islerden uzak tutulmasi gerektigi diisiiniilmektedir.
Ozellikle kadinlarin hiikiimdarlarin iizerinde etkisi bulundugu devletlerde yénetimin
hiisrana ugradig) rezalet, ser, fitne ve fesatin ortaya ¢iktigini kabul etmektedirler. islam
toplumlarinda kadinin bu konuma iliskin olarak farkli yaklasimlar ortaya konulmustur. Bir
kisim bu durumu kadinlarin modern anlamda haklarinin ihlali ya da toplumun erkek
egemen hale geldigi noktasinda elestiri getirirken bir kisim ise bu durumun bazi
durumlarda dogrudan yasaklama yerine bir tavsiye niteligi tasidig1 ve bu nedenle kadini
korumak amaci ile yapildig1 savunulmaktadir.

Tiirk-Islam toplumlarinda kélelik, eziyet, mala ya da cana kastetme ve inang 6zgiirliigii gibi
bireye 6zgii temel degerlere yonelik saldir1 konusunda herhangi bir sistematik yaklasim
bulunmamaktadir. Aksine hem geleneksel hem dini olarak yoneticilerin tarafsiz ve adil
davranmalar1 hususunda temel degerler olusturulmustur. Bu durumun en temel gostergesi
Tiirk-Islam medeniyetine ait devletlerin hiikiim siirdiigii topraklarda kiiltiirel, dini ve sosyal
anlamda cesitliligin korunmasidir.

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IRAN-IRAK SAVASI SONRASINDA GUNEY AZERBAYCAN TURKCULUK
HAREKATININ SiYASAL KULTUR DONUSUMU

1979 iran islam Cumhuriyeti'nin devrimden hemen sonra kurulusunun ardindan sekiz
yillik iran-Irak savas: iilke dahilinde neredeyse tiim politik ve siyasi dengeleri alt iist
ederken bir taraftan da normallesme ve devlet kurumlarinin kismen kendi dogal siirecinde
yeniden insasi ve onarilmasini sekteye ugratmis oldu. Bir taraftan da toplumda siyasal
kiltir zemininde gelismesi gereken toplumsal ve siyasi-medeni siire¢ sekteye ugradi. Ancak
savas sonrasl lilkede kismi normallesmenin yani sira politik istikrar ve siyasal katihim
olgular gelisirken tilkenin ¢esitli katmanlari, siniflar1 ve bolgelerinde orantisiz bir bigimde
sonuglara sahit oluyoruz.

Ulke genelinde savasin bitmesiyle birlikte iilke liderinin degisimi ve iilke dnceliklerinin
degisimi de s6z konusu olmustur. Yonetim ruhunun, ilkeler ve esaslarinda degisim olmasa
bile bi¢cim ve yontemler konusunda gozle goriiliir degisimler savas sonrasi dort farkli olgu
ve yontemleri izleyen hiikiimetler agisindan iilkenin genelinde siyasal kiiltiiriin olusmasi
konusunda farkl etkiler ve sonuglar dogurmustur.

Bu kapsamda iran Islam Cumhuriyeti islami-Sia esas ve ilkelerine dayanan yonetim sistemi
olarak bir taraftan benimsedigi, yasalastirdigi ilke ve kirmiz cizgilerini korumaya yonelik
baskici bir bicimde hareket ederken, 6te yandan sekiz yillik savas doneminde politik ve
toplumsal isteklerini askiya almis olan toplumun farkl kesimleri siyasi katilim tecriibesini
yasadilar. Bu siirecte toplumun farkli kesimlerinde siyasi, toplumsal, kiiltlirel ve ekonomik
amaglar ve istekleri dogrultusunda her dénem sekiz yil olmakla birlikte toplam otuz yili
askin bir politik tecriibe olusmus durumdadir.

Ozellikle 90 yillik bir siire icin basta mesru devletcilik olmak iizere tiim milli-medeni ve
siyasal-kiiltiirel haklarindan mahrum birakilan Giiney Azerbaycan Tirkleri 1945-1946
yillarinda yasadiklar1 ac1 ve oldukga trajik tecriibeden sonra Pehlevi dikta rejimine karsi
cikarak Mesrutiyet doneminde oldugu gibi 1979 devrimine istirak etmislerdi fakat
devrimden hemen sonra halki Miisliman Harekati sirasinda biiyiik hayal kirikhigina
ugramislardi. Savas basladiginda ugradiklart bu hayal kirikligina ragmen, savasta biiytik
cesaretler ve kahramanliklar sergileyen Giliney Azerbaycan Tiirkleri, savasin ardindan
politik bir normallesme siirecinin hayalini kurdular. Kendi séylemlerini gelistirerek ve bu
soylemlerle Iran Islam Cumbhuriyeti siyasi dinamiklerini kullanmak ve politik siirecte
katilim saglamak istemislerdir. Fakat bu siire zarfinda bu cabalarin neredeyse hepsi
yonetimin sert miudahalesiyle engellenmis oldu. Giiney Azerbaycan Milli Hareketi bu

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slirecte yazili olmasa da 30 y1l sonra Tiirk kimligi ekseninde kendi ilke ve esaslarini kismen
de olsa teorik zemine oturtabilmistir. Siyasi, toplumsal ve kiiltiirel kollarda kendi sdylemini
ortaya koymakla birlikte ait oldugu toplumun politik istekleri dogrultusunda viicut bulmus
fakat yonetim mekanizmalarinin disinda yeralti farkli mecralara stiriiklenmistir.

Gelinen noktada Iran icinde diger kesimlerinden farkl olarak Giiney Azerbaycan Tiirk
toplumunun, cesitli degiskenleri goz onilinde bulundurarak giintimiizde siyasal kiiltiir
kapsaminda hangi durumda oldugunu arastiracagiz. Savas sonrasi politik tecriibelerinin
sonucu olarak érnegin iran yonetimi devlet mekanizmalarindaki katihm istegi oranlarinin
ve bu konuda yayinlanan resmi istatistiklerin dogruluk orany, siyasi giiven, medeni katilim,
siyasi hosgorii gibi faktorler arastirilarak sunulacaktir.

Tessler ve Gao Nazari modeli esas alinarak konuyu irdeleyecegimizin yani sira bu konuda
Inglehart ve Pye gibi teorisyenlerin goriislerine yer verilecektir. Savas sonrasi iran’inda
Turk bolgelerinde dort esas donemde bircok kez secimlerde kendi politik sdylemlerinin yer
alamamas1 ve engellenmesi, yonetim tarafindan yasal olarak sivil toplum 6rgitleri
cercevesinde bile faaliyet ve gelismesinin engellenmesi, Tiirk toplumunun giiniimiizde
kendine 6zgii siyasal kiiltiiriinii ve mekanizmalarini gelistirmis olmasi ve politik agidan
bagimsiz ve etkili bir harekatin ortaya c¢ikmasi sunumumuzun esas omurgasini
olusturmaktadir.

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2. KARABAG SAVASI DONEMINDE iRAN'IN KAFKASYA POLITIKASI

2018'de yasanan Kadife Devrim'den sonra, Ermenistan aktif olarak Azerbaycan'a karsi yeni
savasa hazirlanmaya, iilkenin yeni askeri-politik yonetimi, "yeni topraklar icin yeni bir
savas" ilkesiyle hareket etmeye basladi. AGIT Minsk Grubu esbagkanlarinin ve uluslararasi
kuruluslarin bu tiir provokasyonlara karsi cifte standart yaklasimi, nihayet Azerbaycan
Cumbhuriyeti'ni sorunu askeri-politik yollarla ¢oziime zorladi. 27 Eyliil'den 2020’den
baslayarak Ermeni silahli kuvvetleri tiim cephe boyunca genis capli provokasyonlar
gerceklestirdi. 27 Eyliil saat 06.00 siralarinda Ermenistan silahli kuvvetleri, 6n hatta
bulunan Azerbaycan Ordusu mevzilerine ve yerlesim yerlerine biiyiik kalibreli silahlar,
havan ve cesitli kalibreli toplarla yogun bir sekilde ates acti. Azerbaycan biitiin bu
provokasyonlari 6nlemek i¢in "Vatan Savasi” baslatti.

Iran Islam Cumhuriyeti ile Azerbaycan arasinda aktif askeri operasyonlarin baslangicindaki
ilk iist diizey temas, savasin 10. giiniinde gerceklesti. 6 Ekim'de Iran Cumhurbagkani Hasan
Ruhani, Azerbaycan Cumhurbaskani ilham Aliyev'i aradi.

Hassan Ruhani, tlkesinin Ermenistan-Azerbaycan temas hattinda devam eden silahl
catismadan duydugu endiseyi dile getirdi ve sorunun kisa siirede barisgil bir sekilde
cozilecegini umdugunu belirtti.

Savasin baslangicindan itibaren cesitli medya kuruluslarinin iran'dan Ermenistan'a silah
nakliyesi ile ilgili goriis, fotograf ve videolarin dile getirildigi unutulmamalidir. Bu konudaki
goriigler, Iran Islam Cumbhuriyeti'nin Azerbaycan niifuslu kuzey vilayetlerinde yapilan
gosterilerde bile dile getirildi.

Azerbaycan Cumhuriyeti Cumhurbaskani ilham Aliyev 16 Ekim'de Tiirk televizyon kanali A
Haber'e verdigi roportajda sunlar1 sdyledi: “iran'dan Ermenistan'a silah sevkiyati
konusunda hicbir bilgimiz yok. Aksine Iran ve Giircistan'in Ermenistan'a silah tasinmasim
engellemek icin hava sahasini ve kara yollarim kapattigin séyleyebilirim. Bu nedenle Iran
ve Giircistan hiikiimetlerine bir kez daha tesekkiir etmek istiyoruz. " (President.az, 2020).

Savas sirasinda Iran tarafimin  temel endisesi Ermenistan tarafindan yayilan
dezenformasyondu. Nitekim Ermenistan, c¢atismanin 6lgegini genisletmek, iran"
Azerbaycan ile ¢catismaya sokmak i¢in Azerbaycan'in savasta Suriye'den radikal tekfiri-
terorist gruplar1 kullandigi iddiasinda bulundu. Ancak, Azerbaycan'in 5. nesil teknoloji
savasl yuruttiigl, Temmuz ayinda baslayan olaylarda yiizbinlerce Azerbaycanlinin goniillii
askere alinmasi, Azerbaycan ordusunun egitim diizeyi géz oniine alindiginda buna gerek

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kalmadi. iran'in bu konudaki endiseleri cesitli diizeylerde ifade edildi. Ornegin, savas
giinlerinde Iranli analist Sadik Maleki, "iran ve Daglik Karabag Krizi" baghkli makalesinde
Iran medyasinin radikal gruplarin yerlestirilmesine vurgu yaptigim yaziordu (Malek
Kazemi, 2020).

Savas sirasinda Ermenistan, Azerbaycan ordusunun zaferini énlemek ve catismanin
cografyasini genisletmek icin ciddi provokasyonlara basvurdu. Bu provokasyonlar, 6zellikle
Azerbaycan ordusunun Iran-Azerbaycan sinirini tam olarak kontrol etmesinden sonra
gerceklesti. Boylece 27 Eylil - 22 Ekim tarihleri arasinda gerceklestirilen operasyonlar ve
topraklarin isgalden kurtarilmasi sonucunda Azerbaycan islam Cumhuriyetiyle sinirinin
tam kontrolli yeniden sagladu.

Iran Islam Cumhuriyeti'nin dis politika yonetiminin savas sirasinda uyguladigi temel pratik
ve resmi eylem, bélgeye bir heyet géndermesi ve iran'in Daghk Karabag sorununun
coziimiine arabuluculuk yapma girisimiydi. Seyyed Abbas Araghchi, iran Islam
Cumhuriyeti'nin 6zel elcisi olarak bolgeyi ziyaret etti. Seyyid Abbas Araghchi, Karabag
sinirini, Hudaafarin ve Aslandiiz kentlerini ziyaret ettikten ve Dogu Azerbaycan Eyaleti
Yiiksek Lideri Hiiccet-iil-Islam Seyyid Muhammed Ali Al-Hashim ile gériistiilkten hemen
sonra Bakii'yli ziyaret etti (Hamed Kazemzadeh, 1399).

Azerbaycan Cumhurbaskani ilham Aliyev, iran islam Cumhuriyeti Cumhurbaskam Ozel
Elgisi, Disisleri Bakan Yardimcisi Seyed Abbas Araghchi baskanlifindaki heyeti 28 Ekimde
kabul etti.

Iran'in Yiiksek Lideri Seyyed Ali Hamaney, 3 Kasim'da Hz.Muhammed ve Imam Cafer
Sadik'in dogum giinleri vesilesiyle televizyonda yaptig1 konusmada Azerbaycan'in savas ve
isgal altindaki topraklarinin kaderi konusundaki en net tavrini dile getirdi. Hamaneyi
sunlari soyledi:

"Bu askeri catisma bir an once bitmeli. Elbette Ermenistan'in isgal ettigi Azerbaycan
Cumhuriyetinin biitiin topraklar1 kurtarilmali ve Azerbaycan'a iade edilmelidir. " (Iran
Madaniyyat Markazi, 2020).

Ayetullah Hamaneyi, bu topraklarda Ermenilerin giivenliginin saglanmasinin ve
uluslararasi sinirlarin her iki iilke tarafindan korunmasinin 6nemini de vurguladi:

"Giivenilir bilgilere gore, bolgeye giren teroristler iran sinirina hi¢ yaklasmamahdir. Sinira
yaklagirlarsa, kesin bir tepki olacaktir” (Iran Madaniyyat Markazi, 2020).

Analizler, Iran Islam Cumhuriyeti'nde Vatan Savasimin (Il. Karabag Savasi) patlak
vermesinden sonra, Iran'in ¢atismanin ¢6ziimiine katihmina iliskin tartismalarin resmi,
bilimsel ve medya diizeylerinde genisledigini gdsteriyor. Azerbaycan-Ermenistan-Rusya
tiglii agiklamasinin ardindan Iran tarafinin temel endiselerinden biri de Zangazur koridoru
meselesiydi. Ayn1 zamanda Iran islam Cumbhuriyeti, Azerbaycan ve Tiirkiye'nin bolgede
isbirligi icin ortaya koydugu alt1 iilkenin ortak platformunun kurulmasi icin diplomatik
eylemde bulunan ilk devlet oldu. Iran islam Cumhuriyeti Disisleri Bakan alt1 iilkeyi ziyaret
ederek yetkililerle goriistii. iran ayrica, savas sonrasi dénemde Ermeni pazarinda Tiirk
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mallarinin boykot edilmesi ¢agrilarindan yararlanmaya ¢alist1 ve iran iiriinlerinin Ermeni
pazarinda Tiirk tirtinlerinin yerini almasini 6nerdi.

Makale, Iran islam Cumhuriyeti'nin Ikinci Karabag Savasi sirasinda Kafkasya politikasini
ideolojik zorluklar ve giincel faaliyetler baglaminda analiz ediyor. Analizin sonucu, Iran
Islam Cumhuriyeti'nin savasin yarattig1 yeni jeopolitik gercekleri kabul etmekte zorlansa
da, bu gercegi en iyi sekilde degerlendirmeye calismasin1 géstermektedir. Iran,
Azerbaycan'in zaferinden sonra Kafkasya'daki yeni gergeklerden yararlanmaya calismanin
yani sira, Ermenistan ile ekonomik baglarini siirdiirmek icin de caba gostermistir.
